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. Another Farm Survey

- If scientific surveys were the only
thing needful to put farming on a
saund economic basis, surely farm-
ers would be the most care - free
people in the world; for there has
bgen a succession of such surveys
in! recent years, and the end is not
yet.

i The latest to be reported is now
under way on 74 farms in Manitoba,
ranging from 160 to 1,000 acres,
with the majority of them in the
100 acre bracket. A project of the
University of Manitoba, the study

will fake about four vears. It is in-
tended, the report savs, “to provide
farmers with data and business
guides to help them plan more ef-
ficient businesses.” The farmers

themselves are giving $35 each to
the project; and 11 private grain'
companies are also contributing a
share. Altogether, it is expected to
cosl about $15,000.

Some of the subjects to be in-
quived into are: an interpretation of
cost accounting on farms, farm
planning, best economic size of
farms, types of credit farmers need
to finance costs of operation; new
machinery, equipment and land; re-
furns on capital investment in agri-
culture and how it compares with
other business propositions. ‘“Farm-
ers need help in making decisions,”

savs Dr. J. C. Gilson who is in
charge of the survey.
Doubtless, surveys of this type

have their value. In the long run
they can be expected to help farm-
ers plan their operations wisely. But
mést farmers, it is safe to say, would
manage fairly well if there were
sdme way to assure them of a fair
price for their products and a for-
mula to keep operating costs, those
over which they have no control,
from getting out of hand. These and
the lack of satisfactory credit facil-
{ties are, from all accounts, the
major problems facing the farming
business.

Guides And Sportsmen

Writing in his regular column in
fhe New York Times, hunting and
fishing specialist John W. Randolph
has words of censure for some
guides as well as some sportsmen.
Since he mentions Prince Edward
1sland in the course of his remarks,
we are taking the liberty of passing
his views along to our readers.

“It has been my experience from
(‘anada to Florida,” writes Mr. Ran-
dolph, “that professional hunting
and fishing guides (in general) are
honest men who love their work.
But there are hungry guides here.
and there who create unpleasantness
for their clients and bad feeling for
their hunting grounds. A complaint
has just come in from a Mr. J. B.
ahout a guide in Prince Edward
lsland where I hunted last year
without hearing a whisper among
the many Americans hunting there.
J. B. has a good reason to protest
and he ought to protest.

“He began hy saying that he had
stayed at Wally Rodd's Cabhins at
Charlottetown and he did not stint
his praise of the Rodds and their
accommodations. ‘The guide,’ J. B.
said, ‘became sulky when 1 pressed
him to tell me what he would charge.
We went out only an hour and a
half the first day. He didn’t want
to run his dog the second afternoon.
1 filled his tank with gas ($6.75),
paid him $5 for an hour and a half
Monday and $10 for three hours
Tuesday. We drove about three
miles in all aid 1 caught a glimpse
of « one tovey of Hungari.n part-
ridges which went up before I could
bring up my slower Britanny.’

“J. B. thought that $15 plus
$6.75 was too steep for less than
five hours hunting and no shooting,
especially since he had wanted to
hunt full time both days. He left
two days ahead of schedule. One
guide operating that way can hurt
Prince Edward Island. On the other
side of the coin is the complaint by
guides that some of their hunters
and anglers are chiselers or cranky
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sut a clear understanding before
starting out will generally' prevent
trouble from either side.”
Appearing in a paper with the
circulation and standing of the
“Times” this, on the whole, will be
good publicity for this Province and
for the accommodation and services
it provides for visitors. The item
about the guide who allegedly was
a little avaricious is not so good; but
it may serve a purpose by pointing
up the fact that both good news and
bad news respecting a community’s
or an individual's treatment of visi-
tors go a long way these days. By
now, thousands of hunters and fish-
ermen in all parts of the United
States have read Mr. Randolph’s
comments and formed their own
opinions of their significance.

Orphanage Appeal

One of the standards by which
community spirit is judged in every
democracy is the nature of its re-
sponse to humanitarian appeals. We
have no reason to be ashamed of
our record in this respect, especially
where such institutions as our or-
phanages are concerned. Next week
we shall have an opportunity of
maintaining this record in the case
of the Protestant Orphanage, which
is making its annual appeal for
public support in the hope and, ex-
pectation that the response will be
more generous than ever. There is
reason for this because, as we all
know, the cost of necessities is at a
very high level. Extensive repairs
have had to be made and the indi-
cations are that the institution, al-
ready well filled with children, will
be operating to capacity during the
coming winter.

These innocent victims of mis-
fortune are our care and responsi-
bility. They are our citizens of the
future, just as much as the boys
ang girls in our own homes. The
Orphanage has brought joy and a
sense of security into their lives,
making them feel that they are loved
and wanted as well as being merely
fed and clothed. How much is this
worth? That cannot be figured up
in dollars and cents, even with the
aid of electronic computors. But at
least we can all give according to
to our means to insure that the
good work will be continued.

Some of those emergency
measures included the imposit-
jion of a 25 per cent excise tax on
the restriction of tourists' spend-
ing money in the States to $100
per person per year. and the
erippling tax on automobiles,
which has still not yet been fin-
ally removed.
