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Irvin Appointed
As Goodwill Ambassader

MONTREAL (CP) — Dick In
vin, veteran hockey coach who re-
tired two weeks ago because of
ill health, has been appointed by
the National Hockey League as 8
goodwill ambassador.

Irvin, now 64, will have some-
thing of a roving commission. It
will be his job to boost hockey in
general and the NHL in particu-
lar. Dependent upon his future
health, Irvin will likely make pub-
lic speeches, appear on television
and radio and conduct schools for
coaches throughout Canada.
Irvin's retirement as an active
coach was announced Sept. 30
from the training camp of the
Chicago Black Hatvks. It marked
the end of 46 years in hockey. He
served 30 consecutive seasons in
the NHL, 26 of them as a coach
Irvin moved to the Black Hawks
at the start of the 1955-56 season
after a 15-year tenure with Mont-
real Canadiens. Following his
playing days with Chicago he be-
came coach of that club in 1930.
