VICTORIA (CP) Premier
Bennett announced Tuesday that
construction will begin immedi-
|ately on a $20,000,000 iron and
| steel smelter at Kimberley, B.C.,
the first in Western Canada.

He said the smelter, to be built
by Consolidated Mining and
Smelting Company, will be the
|first step in an integrated irom
iand steel operation for British
| Columbia.

The smelter, to employ 200
men, will be located adjacent
to Cominco’s chemical fertilizer
plant in Kimberley. It will use
tailings from the Sullivan mine
at Kimberley and will produce
pig iron, steel ingots and rolled
steel products to serve markets
throughout Western Canada.

It will have a capacity of more
than 100,000 tons a year.

In a simultaneous statement is-

Montreal, president of Consoli-
dated, said the first phase will
also include an electric furnace
with a designed capacity of 36,-
500 tons of pig iron a year.

Production is scheduled to start
early in 1961.
