This is an informa-
tory double, just as the previous
one was. It repeats the request
that partner name a suit. At the
same time, the second doublé not
only affirms the soundness of the
first one but also advises partner
that there are extra values above
those to be normally inferred.

A bid of two hearts would be
wrong on two counts. It would
not represent as good a hand as
the one held. It might also re-
sult in playing the hand at a part
score contract, but in the wrong
suit. Partner should be given the
chance to name whichever of the
two suits left to bid he prefers.
The one he chooses is very likely
to be the trump suit best for the
partnership.
