Former Egyptian Premier

Is Sentenced

By EDWARD POLLAK

CAIRO, (AP) —Formex premler
Ibrahim Abdel Hadi, who rose to
power and riches under. King
Farouk I, was sentenced Thursday
to be ~hanged for “high treason
and conspiracy with a foreign
power against the security of the
state.”

A special three-man court, set
up by President Gen, Mohammed
Naguib's revolutionary  govern-
ment, pronounced the sentence
after a three-day trial, held partly
in secret.

Then, the court condemned Ah-
man Mohammed Awad, an Egypt-
fan electrician formerly employed
by the British garrison in the Suez
‘canal zone, to be hanged on simi-
lar charges of treason and con-
spiracy.

Though the details were not dis-
closed, high officials said last|
month that there was a plot, in-|
spired from abroad, to overthrow
the government and restore Far-
ouk to the throne he lost July 25,
1952, |

The foreign power has never
been publicly identified. Unofficial,
speculation has centred variously
on Britain, Russia and “an eastern!
Mediterranean countrv related!
with NATO.” The British foreign
olfice said last weck Egypt had
assured Britaln she was not in-
volved.

Hadi and Awad were the first
to be tried among about two dozen
persons. There Is no appeal from
the senténces, but they are subject
to approval of Naguib's Revolu-
tionary Council.

In the public phases of the trial,
the prosecution emphasized
charges of corruption and terror-
ism during the defendant's tenure
as chief of Farouk's royal cabinet
and later as head of the govern-
ment. Hadi was accused, along
with Farouk and the later premier
Mahmoud Fahmy Nokrashy, of

Fazollah Zahedi is anxious for a
settlement.

The United States, which has
représented British interests in
Iran since diplomatic relations be-
tween the two countries were bro-
ken off soon after nationalization,
may make the first move to bring
them together.

Both Britain and e United
States want to settle thie problem,
which complicates any Mididle Easl
defence program and endangert
Iran’s internal economy.
