Now South
saw that he would certainly lose
another heart trick unless he
could establish dummy's spade
suit for a discard, and so he cash-
ed his other spade honor aad led
a third round. The fortunate
break of spades established dum-
my's nine, and the defenders were
through.

It is quite true that a careful
player in the South position
would make five clubs against
any defense, since he would go
out for spade establishment on

his own hook, leaving the for-

they in turn may live.

Now both Mr. and Mrs. Grouse
are quick of wing and strong fly-
ers forshort distances. They learn-
ed when still young that the real
purpose of those stout wings is
to take them out of danger quick-
ly. They are Birds of the ground,
just as Hens are.
