One of the most impressive ex-
amples of the fine art of bidding
1 ever witnessed occurred in
rubber bridge game at the Cav-
endish Club, New York, when the
hand shown was dealt, South was
Leo Roet, life master and winner
of many championships, including
the 1949 Masters Pairs.

It would be difficult to conceive
that any experienced player, even
from the most conservative school,
would duplicate the magnificient
restraint and bidding technique
shown by Roet in this hand.
Imagine holding the South hand,

Nevertheless, in cold, analysis,
the logic of each of Roet's bids
can be fully sustained. The two
club response, rather than three
clubs, would undoubtedly find
many supporters. The slow _ap-
proach in hands where the final
contract appears to be in doubt
has’ much to recommend it.
