The great stone memorial, with
its massive pylons and the figure
of a woman ing over her
two dead sons, was dedi d in

1936 by Kind Edward VIII at a
ceremony attended by 6,000 Cana-
dian veterans.

It dominates the topmost line of
the ridge that was the scene of
the Canadian corps’ great victory
in 1917 and honors the 60,000
Canadians cut down by the First
World War’s "sickle of death.

With the unveiling, international
fame came to Mr. Allward and at
his death he was known as Can-
ada’s most distinguished sculptor.

INSPIRED BY DREAM

A dream was Mr. Allward’s in-
spiration for the Vimy memorial,
a dream in which the dead rose
in masses and entered the fight
to save the living.

“S8o vivid was this impression
that when I awoke it stayed with
me for months,” he recalled. “So
I have tried to show in this monu-
ment to Canada’s fallen what we
owed them and will forever owe
them.”
