by the excellent idea of having a. agricul-
tural meeting at which able men will de-
liver pract c+! addresses or farming, stock
raising and horticultural subjects, there is
little dont that the Exhibition at George-
town will be a great success. The project
of having a trotting race between each of
the addresses on agricultural subjects is

also a newidea that should be satisfactory
to the public, and with fine weather, there
will be one of the best Exhibitions at
Georgetown that bas yet been held there.
