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A SOURCE OF FEVER.

Sir,—It may not be uokoown to
some of your readers tbat there has been
for some years on West Grafton Street a
drain or sewer with which a number of the
houses in that neighborhood are connected.
Of la'e years this drain, having never been
anythicg buta wooden box, bhas been in
bad repair. Bat still in the long run the
drannage has managed to reach the sea.
The outlet however has now been entirely
closed because it was in the way of the new
sewerage works. Have the users of the
drain been warned to use it no longer?
Not at all. Se from this time on, the West
end of Grafton Streetis to become more
and more eaturated with sewage, which,
when the surface water finds its way iato
the o'd draio, as it dces after every heavy
rain, will be washed into the neighbouring
cellars. Amd even if the old connections
ghould be cat off 8o a8 to keep the water
out of the cellars, the street must in time
become doegerous to health through the
saturaiion of the eoil.

People have been expecting the new
sewerage to lessen the daoger of fever. In
the case described above the unfortunate
dwellers in the neighbourkood are likely
to be worse off than ever.
