GEOLOGICAL SrECULATIONS.—D’rofessor
Agassiz, in the Atlantic Monthly. comes to
the conclusion that the continent ot North

Amerien was at one time covered with ice
a mile in thickness.  The proof is that the
slopes of the Alleghany range of moun-
tiins are glacier-worn on the very top, ex-
cept o few points which were above the
lezel of the icy mass,  Mount Washington,
for instance, is over six theusand fect high,
and the rough unpolished surliee of its
summits, colored with lpose fragments,
just below the level at which glacier inarks
come to an end, tells us that it Jifted its
head alone above the desolate waste ol ice
and snow. In this vegion, then, the thick-
ness of the sheet could not have been much
less than gix thousand feet, and this is in
keeping with the same Kind of evidence in
other parts of the country § for, wherever
the mountains are much below six thou

sand feet, the ice scems to have passed di-
rectly over them, while the few peaks
vising on the height are left untouched,
The glacier, he argues, was God’s groat
plough; and when the icef vanished from
the face of the land, i3 left it prepared for
the hand of the husbandman. The hard
surface of the roeks was ground to powder,
the elements of the soil were mingled in
fair proportions, granite was carvied in
the lime regions, lime was mingled with
the more arid and unproductive districts,
and a soil was prepared fit for the agricul-
tural uses of man,
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Divenstons or Heaven.—Revelations,
xxi. chapter, 16th verse: **And he mea-
sured the city with areed, twelve thousand
furlongs. The length, heighth and breadth
ol it are equal.” ‘

Twelve thousand furlergs, 7,920,000
feet, which being cubed, is 148,998,000,-
000,000,000,000,000 eubie feet, the half of
which we will reserve for the throne ol
God and the court of Heaven, hall’ of the
balance for the strects, and the remainder
divided by 4.96, the cubical feet in the
rooms 19 feet square and 15 feet high, will
be 5,748,759,001.000 rooms.
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We will now suppose the world always
and always will contain 900,000,000 of in-
habitants, and a generation will last 824
years—2,700,000 cvery century, and that
the world stands 100,000 years—27,000,-
000,000,000 persons.  Then suppose there
were 11,230 such worlds, equal to this
number of inhabitants and duration ot
vears, then there wonld be n room 16 feet
long, and 17 feet wide, and teet high for
cach person, and yet there would be room.

THE WESTMORLAND BANK,

The Morning Telegraph says :—

The following statement ol the cause of
the suspension of the Westmorland Bank
appeared in yesterday's Jowrnal, and is be-
lieved by many to be correet, The Press
wenerally expresses sympathy with the in-
stitution so sudd. nly embarrassad., A
general meeting of the Stockholders is
called for Monday next. We may take an
opportunity of referring to the matter
again, after informing ourselves more ful-
ly on the sybject :—

** During the last fortnight it has been
known that the business undertakings of o
leading mill owner and lumberman at
Shediae were somewhat involved, as as he
hiud roccived advances from the Westmor-
land Bank it was fcaved that the DBank’s
standing would be injured. Accordingly
the people of the country distriets in West-
morland, Kent, ete., holding the Bank’s
paper, becoming (richtened, kept sending
it in and demanding gold, lemding to a
heavy drain on the specie resources of the
Institution,—The demand was met until
twenty thousand dollars had been thus
paid away, when it beeame known to the
pubiie that the Shediae merchant’s matter
had been satisfuctorily nrranged with the
lank and public confidence wus restored,
parties retwming gold and deposits which
had been withdrawn., The week opencd
favorably for the Dank. The President
had frecly laid the state of alfairs before
the bank’s agents in St. John, namely, the
bank of New Drunswick, and an under-
standing was arvived at respecting the re-
demption ol the bank’s notes in St. John.
On Wednesday Mr. Lewin wrote Mr. Jones
respecting the balance due his bank, and
suggosted that if the Westmorland Bank
could not meet it this week, they had bet-
ter send security.  The letter was appar-
ently written in a very friendly style. Mr.
Jones replied on Thursday, explaining the
Bank's position anil tendering sceurity.
On Friday, about 11 o’clock, the Westmor-
land Bank was thunderstruck by receiving
a telegram from Mr. Lewin, saying that
My, Jones’ letter was not satisfactory, and
the Bank of New Brunswick relused the
Westmorland’s notes.

It is known that the notes were thrown
out two hours before the telegram was
sent—which would indicate that the Bank’s
decision had been made before the reeeipt
of Mr. Jones'reply. Noprevious warning
was sent. and no opportunity given of
making other arrangements. The DBank
had no option but to put up their shutters.
There is great indignation felt in West-
morland County, and on the North Shere
with the action of the St.- Jehn- Bank, as
the Westmorland Bank was believed to be
in a good position ; and if the blow which
destroyed public confidence in the institu-
tion had been stayed but a few hours, all
the necessary arrangements to secure -its
credit would have been made.”

It is stated'in the English papers that
wearing chignons, known here as water-
falls, has brought on a terrible skin disease,
as it is supposcd the hair was cut {rom the
heads of persons after death, though it has
always been maintained that haiv to be of
any use must be cut from the head of a
living person.
