West, despite the club made by
his left-hand opponent, opened
the club queen. The ace was played
and the spade jack was then led
and passed. South was very pleased
to have this finesse win.

Declarer’s next move was to cash
the top hearts and ruff a heart.
Next, he cashed the club ace and
ruffed a club. But when he then:
trumped his last heart in dummy,
Bast over-ruffed and returned a
trump, and South could not avoid
the loss of a diamond trick.

There are several ways of mak-
ing the slam contract, but perhaps
the easlest plan is as follows:

After winning the first trick
Scuthh cashes the ‘top trumps,
ignoring the chance to finesse.
Next, he cashes dummy's second
club honor and ruffs a club, cashes
the top hearts and ruffs a heart,
uses his own last trump as a ruffer
for dummys last olub, and trumps
his fourth heart with dummy’s last
trump. East can overruff with the
queen, but on his forced diamond
return, declarer simply ducks and
easily wins three diamond ‘tricks.

It does East no good to refuse
to over-ryff the last heart with
the spade queen, because with the
play in dummy, declarer simply
takes the diamond finesse, cashes
the diamond ace, and concedes the
thirteenth trick as his only loser.
