Is it not evilent, even to the Guardian,
that bat for the protective daties imposed
upon United States produce, United States
outs and pork, and other articles which
might be quoted, would com: streaming
into our markets as under the jug-haniled
system of 1877-787  Surely we need not
say anythinz more upon that point.

As to the secound point we have this to
say : The farmer does not require to buy
the bulk of his food. He raises it himself,
—ad pays no duty. He has, however, to
buy tea upon which a revenue tarifl
duty of 6 cents per pouni wi3s charged,
and this came out of the farmer’s pocket.
Tea is, under the National Policy, free of
daty, and is now purchased by ouar far-
mers at about half the price it cost in
1873. He also has to buy sugarand mo!-
asses, which were heavily taxed under the
reveaue tariff; he now pays a very light
duty, and sugar has gose dowa in price
about & half, becanse we have sugar factor-
ies of ourow . Ti: farmer has nov to
psy a heavy daty on liquor and tobacco,
but these things are laxuries. = does
not pay d 'ty upon any necessary aticle
of food. Then, as to dress. Raiw cot on
is now admitted into Canada free of duty,
manufactured here in tweaty-two cotton
mils, employing 8,500 coasumers, and sold
by retail at prices ranging, for greys, from
3j cents to 8 cents. In the ante-N. P
days, cottons of lower quality, the raw
material for which was fir-t cent from the
Southern States to England and the
manufactured product of which was
brouzht back across the Atlantic, were
sold by retail at from 5 to 12 cents per
vard. We get the goods so much choaper
largely because they are manufactured
here and we pay no duty upon them. A
similar comparisou might be deawa in
respect Lo many articles for light clothing
For woolen gyods we have now no less
than 377 woollen mills in competition ona
with the other, our firmers furni-h most
07 the woo!l which is practically antaxed,
aod our farmers obtain their woollen
clothing, tweeds, etc., fully a balf cheaper
than under the revenne tariff. Suits cf

In 1892 (he
first dairy station was established at New
Perth,and to the people of that locality
gratitude is ever due for the kindly aud
unselfish help they gave in founding tiie
business on the Island.  In 1893, there
were 11 dairy s'atons turning out cheese
to the vilue of $48,000, in 1894, 18 da
stations with an outpnt ef che:s: an.
butter to the value of $93,00%, and in 1895
no less than 28 cheese factories and two
creameries turning out in 12 months from
Ist June 1895 t) Ist June, 1896, chcese a1d
butter to the value of $£178,000. If the
season of 1895 had given prices as bigh as
formeriy the business would have paid
the farmers better than 1n 1893 and 1894
because of cheaper production of milk and
more of it per cow

The busiuess was bad in many respects,

butter should be made instead of cheese
afier September.

Last sea<on was one most of difficulty in
selling cheeee at eatiefactory prices. Ia
January the Island cheese were sold to
Hodg+on Bros., of Montreal, at 8 cents per
pound for June's and July’s, 8} cents for
August’s, and 9 cents for September’s aud
October’s. The patrous were also to re
ceive half the profits realized above these
prices by Hodgson Brus, when the cheese
were sold by them. Unfortunately, and
chiefly from the reckless epeculation of a
few firms in Montreal, the market went
down, and instead of there being a profit
there was a loss to Hodg-on Bros. How-
ever, that had to be met by themselves.

A few lots from three factories were
complained of as not being quite fresh.
They were very little inferior to the others.
The loss sustained on them was compara-
tively small, and would be birce by the
Department, as the agreement was (o
manufacture cheese all of finest quality
for the manufacturing charge made.

The ayerage price for the cheese at
Montreal was 8.4 ceuts per pound. The
charges for freight to Montreal and cartage
there were equal to less than a quarter of
a cent per pound for cheese; {he interest
paid to the bank for advances amounted
to one-sixth of a eent per pound of cheese;
and the cold #torage charges came to oue-
eixth of & cent per pound of cheese. The
total of these charg-s came to 53] cents
per 100 pounds of cheese. Afier deduct-
ing the manufacturing charge, the cost of
drawing milk, and the charge in rome
caes made by the companies for nece ssary
eXxpenses, the net returus would be from
50 cents to 58 or 59 cents per 100 pounds
of milk.

This was dicappointing, but it was the
best that could be done under the circum-
stances of the market, and the prospects
for this year were decidedly better. Tle
season of 1895 was the worst in sixtecn
years at least in which to sell cheese at
sati~factory prices. Now the lighter stocks
and the fact that the retailers made good
profits last year left the business in better
condition for fair returns to patrons, The
Government is giving up control of the
larger factories, because it is a good time
for the directors to as-ume the Hianage-
ment them- elves-and because it is not pro
per for the Government to carry oa the
business of maaufacturers as such
after the business i« established. An  ad-
d:tionsl man has been engaged to ussist
Superintendent Dillon to visit the factor~
iee. Thi¢ plan will cost the Government
more money than to run the factories, but
it will be better for the Island. Now the
directors can dispose of cheere in the Is-
land for export in one of three ways: they

jcan sell 10 some firm for cash as the

cheese are ready to ship from month to
month; or they caa send to Montreal,
drawing 75 per cent. of their value on ac-
couunt; or they can consign to good firms
in Great Britain, drawing 75 per cent. of

their value on account. Profescor Rob-
ertson said that it was his intention to sell
the cheese frem the 12 emall faictories
he managed for cash on the I.land
from time to time as they were
ready to ship. The butlter business for
the winter had been fairly satisfactory.
The average price for butter to the end of
April was 19.84 cents per Ib. Including
the quantity estimated (0 be made during
the remainder of May the value of the
winter butter will be over $18,700 2nd in
cluding the butter made at the two Cream-
eries last summer, the value of the: butter
made in the year will be $31,998.60. The
value of the cheese in round figures was

$146,400.00,making u total of ov. r $178,000

for the year.
