FRANCIS JOSEPH'S FOOT-WASHING.

The Carious Cercmony of Holy Week at

Vienna.

O Hely Th
Emperor Fra

at Vienna, the
eph performed the
annual cerer ng the feet of
twelve old beggars, The cen mony took
place in the Hall of Ceremonies in the
Imperial palace. On a platform raised
slightly above the floor was a long table
with twelve covers, a plate, knife, wood-
en spoon, folded napkin for each, with a
piece of bread, a pewter mug, and a lit-
tle blue pitcher filled with water. At
10 o'clock twelve old men, the youngest
89 and the vldest 96, entered the hall and
were supported, cach by latives,
to the platiorm, whkich they mounted
with difliculty, and were placed in their
seats, their relatives most of them wo-
men, standing behind them. Then enter-
ed twenty Knights of the Teutonic Or-
der, headed by their master, Archduke
Eugene, dressed in white with a long
black cross on the breast of their dou-
blets and another on the back of thelr
long white cloaks. They marched
around the hall, and then, forming a
line on either side, made way for the
Ministers, with Count Kalnoky at the
head, and the Emperor's sta¥. They
were followed by the Primate of Austria,
Cardinal Gruscha, with priests and aco-
lytes bearing candles and burning in-
cense., Then came “he Emperor, dress-
ed in the white unif »rm of an Austrian
General and wearing the order of the
Golden Fleece. H> advanced to the
table and addressed a tew words to the
old men. At a sigral from the master
of ceremonies twelve guardsmen step-
ped forward, each bearing on a tray the
first course of a sumptuous repast; the
Emperor now took off his helmet, gave
it to an officer, # 1, passing down the
line, arranged dishes before each
guest. Twelve Ar . dukes then approach-
ed and removed the Barmecide banquet
from the guests eyes handing the dishes
to the guards. This was repeated for
three courses, and with the last the
plates, knives and other objects on the
table were also taken off. They were
all packed later, with the food, in wood-
en boxes, and sent to the homes of the
old men.

“The table was then taken away, and
the “washing of feet” began A priest
approached with a towel and a golden
basin full of water; their slippers were
taken from the old men's fcet, and the
Emperor, on his knees, beginning with
the oldest, moistened Lis feet with water
and dried them with the towel. With-
out rising, still on his knees, he passed
on to the next one, and so on to the end
of the row. When ke had finished he
rose and placed around each man’'s npeck
a chain, attached to which was a small
white bag containing thirty pleces of
silver. 'That ended the ceremony; the
Emperor and his suite withdrew, and
whe old men were taken home by their
friends.—New York Sun.
