The new German method of coating
alumininm with other metals is regorded
as of decided mechanical and industriai
value. The process consists simply in
dipping the aluminium ina solution of
eaustic potash or soda, or of hydrochloric
acid, until bubbles of gas make their
appearance onits surface, at which stage
it is dipped in a solution of
corrosive aublimate to amalyamate its
surface, Aftera second dipping into
caustic potash until bubbles of gas are
evolved, the metal is placed ina solution
of a salt of the desired metal; a film of the
latter is rapidly formed, andis so firmly
adherent that, in the case of silver, gold
or Copper, the plate can be rolled out or
polished, the appearance being of a most
satisfactory character. When coating
with goldor copper, it isan advantage
first to apply a layer of silver, and, thus
treated, the aluminium may be soldered
with ordinary zine solder,
