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LEGAL PERNITS GRANTED BY THE
GOVERNMENT.

Pretty aud Amiable Japanese Mallens Go
to the Highest Didder—Starvation, Sai-
cide or Sale-—To Remauin the Purchaser’s
Property for Three Years.

The Japanese Government is issuing
wholesale legal permits to destitute
parents to sell their daughters. 1t is the
sorriest thing of the century, a thing
which civilization well may blush for, a
shadow which Japan can never live
down. Japan is in the grim clutch of
famine—a famine so bitter that the
Japanese Government has encouraged
this general vending of maidens to pro-
vide means of sustenance for the heads
of suffering families.

A correspondent of the New York
Sanday Journal writes from Tokio in
vindieation of the strange system: * This
is the first serioas famine ever known
in Japan and the horrors of it cannot be
told in language Jurid enough te furn-
ish an adequate portrayal. Entire house-
holds are living on eight cents a day and
thousands of families are without even
that.

“The bodies of those who have died
of hunger strew the roads and fields in
outlying districts. Particularly in tbhe
Kwang 8i province has the famine been
fierce,

“The flelds where starving people
have grubbed in the ground for rosts

look like stretches of ploughed greund.
All domestic animals as well as cats dogs
and rats have heen eaten. Canunibalism
even has been resorted to in distans
provinces,

““This is the state of thinzs which has
led to the sale of girls. Anrd such girlis!
rliess childhood tha Japanese
girl is trained in courteous ceremonials
To be amiable and gracious to those
about her she learns before she learns
to speak and naturally if this regard for
the stranger is ipstilled in the infans
mind how much greater must be the
regard she is taught to show for her
parents! Filial affection and devotion is
a tradition of the country. The absence
of 1t is the most hefi.ous of erimes.

““This condition breeds in the minds
of the poorer classes a feeling of property’
in the girl in which she acquiesces that:
tempts the parents at times like these,
without any evil thought, but solely
under the stress of circumstances, to
offer the daughter in open market. This
open market embraces two avenues of
disposal for the girl. She may be sold as
a supplementary wife to some Japanese
who is already wedded but wishes to add.
to his menage or she may be sold for
something infinitely worse.

“The chief condition is that the girl
shall remain the purchaser’'s property for
the space of three years. When the agree-
ment is completed the deeds are signed
Yefore a police magistrate. If everything
is satisfactory the girl’s name and a
minute description cf her are entered in
8 book and this book is solely devoted
to the record of her life thereafter. In it
% kept an account of all the money the
purchaser expends on her account, also a
full acoount of the obligations she takes
upon herself, the rights she had in the
matter and the rules that prevail in the
household into which she enters, all of
which is signed by the parties interested.

““At the end of three years the pur-
chaser is bound to release the girl if the
money he has expended upon her during
that time is repaid to him. The law
declares the girl free at the end of six
years, whether the money is repald or
not. And by that time the purchaser is
generally tired of his purchase anyhow.
Ordinarily such sales of human beings
are made only among the lower classes,
but since the famine began it is not rare
for girls of good family to take this
means of relieving their parents.

‘““When a girl is sold to fill the post of
supplementary wife she is taken by the
purchaser to his own home, where she
remains until for one reason or another
he pays her to go back to her people.
The amount he first pays to her family
is lonked upon as a sort of retaining fee,
and when he gives her up he pays her
a sum that is fixed by the magistrate
and based upon a charge for services
rendered. This sum is generally a com-
fortable amount according to Japanese
ideas, and sufficient to provide for the
girl until she can get marriea.”

Kerosene Oil In China.

Kerosene oil is rapidly growing in fa-
vor as a cheap illuminant in China. The
consumption, which was 8,256,000 gal-
lons in 1882, had risen to 49,348,000 gal-
lons in 1891, Of this amount 80 per cent
was imported from America and 20 per
cent from Russia. The illuminant be-
fore kerosene was introduced was bean
or tea oil. The Chinese have discovered,
however, that kerosene is cheaper and
gives a much better light. It is called
fire oil by them.
