land the Commissioners, we think, have good
reason to eongratulate themselves upon the
success which has attended theiv labors. The
weather was most nclement, and many were
yr»-’enmd from attendinz. The sum of money
at the dls;nmaﬂ of the C ;mnlissinmcrs. Was, in
our apinion, inadequate; and they were, to a
great exteut, unpractised in mauy details of
manazem=nt, which would have facilitated
their labors and rendered their exertions still
more successful. Jtis a long time since a
similar Exhibition was held in the Island, and
the gentlemen who took charge of the one
just held, had, we may say, nearly everything
to learn. Nevertheless they did 4 great deal,
and are entitled to the hearty thanks of all who
take an interest in the development of the re-
sources of Prince Edward [sland. W assuni»
that the people of the [sland will hencetorth
require that a similar lxhibition be aunually
held in one of the C unties of the [sland ; or
that there shall be an exhibition in each Coun
ty. I such case it is desirable that the most
effizient re rulations should be adopted for the
management of such Exhibitions.  In the first
place, we would sugrest that all articles intend-
«d tor exhibition in the agricultural, horticul-
tural and industrial department, should be seut
in aad arranzed, as intended to be shown, oue
or two days before the opening of the Exhi-
bition, and that the Jud zes, in each department,
should examine the articles exhibited, iu the
absence of all interested persons, and report
taeir judgment thereupon to the Commission-
ers, or Committee of management, previously
to the formal opening of the Exhibition. Iu
the second place, there shoald be, relative to
several things, a declared standard of excell-
ence ; in the absence of this, the decision of
Judzes must oceasionally necessarily be ar-
bitrary and unsatisfactory to all pariies. For

THE HARVEST IN ENGLAND.
The Loadon Economist devotes an article to
this topic.

“It must be recoliected that the wheat crop
in many parts of the country and on an avera re
farms ‘came through the last winter with a
thin plant; that the blooming season was not
favorable ; and that, though we have had some
very hot weather in August as well as in
September, we have also had some very heavy
ruins, and that at no great intervals.  Tndeed
our climate this year has almost justified the
reproach that the summer is made up of
secessions of three hot days and a thuderstorm.
Our own observations, too, made in the Mid-
land counties—where, however, the geueral
mnagement of very fortile arable land is not
always first-rate—leads to the conclusion that
the majority of the wheat crops will be de-
ficient 1 quaatity ; thougzh it is certain that
during the iea days that preceded the unusually
late harvest in the Mdlands, the improvement
in the character of the crops was unexpected.y
great, and when cut they had a very bright and
goud eolor.
