The rest were
suspended by the Goveromert for periods
ranging from one to six months. The
people are very much concerned about
being deprived of newspapers, and have
subscribed $25,000 for a press pension
fund on behalf ot the stranded journalists.
They are slso protesting vigorously on
their own account, as the lack of news
papers is found a serious drawback to
business and charitab'e effort. But their
proteets are unavailing, the only answer is
that * the lav must be observeld.”

It was Deliberately Planned by the|

iperance and religious work, based

In this shameful and shameless docu
nent, Sir Alfred Milner, Mr. Chamber-
lain, the British Cabinet, the Queen of
England, and the British nation are

declared to be the murderers, robbers,
breakers of treaties, etc., aud the re-
sponsibility for the present war between
the Republic and England 1s sought to
be laid on tbeir shoulders in a wealth
of scurrilous and mendacious state-
ment,

[ feel impelled to write the following
lines, not to discuss matters, which
have passed beyond the pale of argu-
ment, but to throw a little personal
historic light on the question as to who
is responsible for the present war,
which may serve to show that not Eng-
land, nor England’s () nor Eng-
land’s Government, are the real origi-
nators of the same.

eventeen and eighteen years
ago, shortly after the retrocession of the
Transvaal, and when he was busy es-
tablishing the Afrikander Bond. It
must be patent to every one that at
that time, at all events, England and

cgovernment had no intention of tak-
ing away the independence of the
Transvaal, for she had just “magnani-
mously” granted the same ; no inten-
tiou of making war on the Republics,
for she had just made peace ; no inten-
tion to seize the Rand goldfields, for
they were not yet discovered. At that
tirne, then, I met Mr. Reitz and he did
his best to get me to become a
member of his Afrikander Bond, but
after studying its constitution and pro-
gramme, I refused to do so, whereup-
on the following coloquy in substance
took place between us, which has been
indelibly imprinted on my mind ever
since :

Reitz—Why do you refuse? Is the
object of getting the people to take an
interest in political matters not a good
one ?

Myself—VYes, it is; but I seem to
see plainly here between the lines of
this constitution much more ultimately
aimed at than that.

Reitz—Wkat ?

Myself—I see quite clearly that the
ultimate object aimed at is the over—
throw of the British power and the ex
pulsion of the British flag from South
Africa.

Reitz (with his pleasant conscious
smile, as of one whos2 secret thought
and purpose had been discovered,
and who was not altogether displeased
that such was the case)—Well what if
it 1s so?

Myself—You don’t suppose, do you,
that that flag is going to disappear from
South Africa without a tremendous
struggle and fight ?

Reitz (with the same pleasant seif-
conscisus, self-satisfied, and yet seri-
apologetic smile(—Well, I suppose not ;
but even so, what of that ?

Myself—Only this, that when that
struggle takes place you and I will be
cn opposite sides ; and what is more,
the God who was on the side of the
Transvaal in the late war, because it
had right on its side, will be on the
side of England, because He must
view with abhorrence any plotting and
scheming to cver throw her power and
position in South Africa, which have
been ordained by Him.

Rietz—-We'll see.

Thus the conversation ended, but
during the seventeen years that have
elapsed I have watched the propoganda
for the overthrow of British power in
South Africa being ceaslessly spread by
every possible means—the press the
pulpit, the platform, the schools, the
colleges, the legislature—until it has
culminated in the present war, of which
Mr. Reitz and his co-workers are the
origin and the cause. Belicve me, sir,
the day on which . W. Reitz sat down
to pen his ultimatum to Great Britain
was the proudest and happiest moment
of his life, and one which had for long
years been looked forward te by him
with eager longing and expectation.

He and his co-workers have for years
past plotted, worked, prepared for this
war, and the only matters in cenaec-
tion with it in which thc_\' are disap-
pointed are—first, that they would
r.mnr the war had come several years
