On the ljt:l-
lowing day, Commodore Perry, in the Mis-
sissippi, went about ten miles beyond this—
making a total distance of twenty miles
beyond the limit of previous exploration.
From the deck of the frigate a crowd of
shipping was seen, seven or eight miles to

The officers of the Susque-
issippi speak with admi-
ration of the heanty of the shores, and the
rich cultivation and luxuriant vege-
tation wl they everywhere witnessed.
The nati with whom they came in con-
tact were friendly in their demeanour, and
the Governor of Uraga is spoken of as a
model of refinemeut and good breeding.
