Reports of the International
Bank for Reconstruction and De-
velopment (World Bank) make
interesting reading.

The interest is not so much in
the loans but in the picture they
give of a constructive force oper-
ating despite international ten-
sions.

It is a picture of vast power
and irrigation systems coming
into being; of railroads and high-
ways laid through wildernesses.
In its latest statement, for the
six months ending Dec. 31, the
bank records 19 loans totalling
$372,200,000 | in Austria, Belgian
Congo, Belgium, Chile (two),
Ecuador (three), India (five),
Japan, Pakistan (two), Philip-
pines, Thailand and tlie Union of
Souafrica.
This brought total loans since
1947 to 189 in 46 countries and to
a total of $3,480,100,000 which,
after various reductions, includ-
ing repayments of principal,
stands at $2,606,015,164.
The World Bank loans is not a
“‘give-away’’ institution and when
it makes a loan it regards it as
sound. Yet the loans represent
money which would not be avail-
able through normal channels.
Thus, vast works throughout
the world might still be in the

dream stage if it were not for the
bank.

The bank has 64 member coun-
tries — including Canada; its
funds come from the govern-
ments or from bond issues which
any investor can guy; its head-
quarters are in Washington.

It lends to governments or to
companies, but loans must be
guaranteed by the government of
the country concerned.
