2. Ordinary filters, while satisfactory as
strainers, do not remove bacteria from
water. The finer the substance through
which the water passes the more perfect is
the action of the filter in holding back bac-
teria.

3. The best sutstance for domestic filters
is porous rebaked porcelain.

4. If filters are used they must be thor-
oughly ieaned and sterilized by dry heat or
steam every few days.

5. A bad water filtered is not so desir-
able as a pure water in its natural state.
When, therciore, there is reason to sus-
pect Lhat water is contaminated it is well to
boil it, even if it has been filtered.

It is amply demonstratrated that certain
bacteria retain their vitality in ice longer
than in water. Consequently, it would
seem to be the part of wisdom to cool water
by placing it on the ice, and not by placing
{ice in the water.— Dr. Burleigh, in Indus-
