Also, of course, by our literal
circumstances.

For example, a housewife
tethered by a child-care faces
one set of possibilities, if she is
an apartment dweller in town;
and a different set if she is a
suburbanite, living in a house
with adjacnt ground—say a back
or side yard.

The woman with the house has
an outlet in gardening i she
likes; in striving to produce a
beautiful grassy lawn, or ex-
perimenting with flower beds,
shrubs, areas of personally
bricked-in  terrace, and such.
This kind of interest usually leads
to brushwork too, with fence and
doors and other contiguous pro-
perty-trim getting tentative coats
of paint.

If the results displease, there
is always tomorrow in which to
pursue the vision of beauty; and
meantime, you've had .purposeful
exercise out-of-doors. But what
of the apartment dwellers? What
can she do? Well, she might try
sewing — making garments for
herself and children; or slip
covers and window hangings; or
pretty aprons for neighbors, and'
simple pinafores for their small
fry. This might create a demand
for sewing services, that would
eventuate in a bit of income.
