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FARM AND DRAF? HORSES.

Noting the average farm and work horse,
one cannot forbear ventilating some views
thereon, in the desire that some good may
come of 1t,

I'ne average horse throughout the coun-
try is the production of the average farmer.
Under this head it is notable that a large
proportion of the mares employed by fars
mers for breeding arve utterly unsuited for
that purpose. In how many instances it
occurs that an animal used up and played
out either by over work, injury or disease,
yd for nothing else, is used for
?  What has any man a right to
expect who thussets at defiance the laws of

s? The horseman, anxious for busi

ness at the local hostelry, inveigles the far
mer by the very plausible yet mistaken
theory, that crossing the thoroughbred trot-
ter on an inferior mare will insure all his
good qualities - speed especially— to offset
the imperfections of the dam in her foal.
Experience proves, if our farmers will
only take the self~evident facts, as they are
to be seen all around us, that the most ob~
Jectionable defects in the contormation of

the average mare have been increased by |
i " g e 1 | this so~cailed thoroughbred trotter usually

The most
notable defects in a very large proportion
of these animals are want of size, bad pro-
portion of the limbs, war.t of depth of chest,
weakness ot stifle joints, ilatness of the sides,
spavin marks and feebleness of the vital
organs.

With plenty of spurt and dash, they are
deficient instrength, bottom and enduranee,
Numbers of these worthless animals are
raised annually and are to be seen all around
us. Too light for the farm work or the
road, they are marketed with results they
are not worth their oats, and resulting in
disappointment and loss, The writer does
noi intend to assert that such is always the
oase, On the contrary, many very pml
animals are produced by the farmers from
a cross with the trotter. But such is an
exception, and one, too, which proves the
rule, mostly to be credited to the posses-
