City, Lexington and Counestoga, and the transport
“New National, having on board the Forty-sixth
‘Indiara regiment, Col. Fitch, which left here a
«week ago to open communication with the army
.of Gen. Curtis and remove the obstructions from
White River, ascended that stream.

The gunbeat Mauwnd City, Captan Kilty

In the bend of the e¢ity, near St. Charles, two
.eoncealed batteries opened on the Mound City.
Her decks were immediately eleared for action,

they made three distinct attacks and bayonet
charges upon the Cero(height)of Guadalou
wlth one thousand two hundred, and at the
Gate of Amozoc with over two thousand men,
they were r?ulsed with great loss, and fically
were obliged to recreat, leaving their killed
and some of their wounded upon the field.
The force under Gen. Zaragosa, the Mexican
commander, was about eight thousand in and
around the city, but only five thousand of
these took partin the batile ; the French had
the syme number, yet only four thousand
were engaged ; the others were left to guard
a train of wagons, transporting provisions and
merchand e, the latter uader tho protection
of Mous Saligny, which extended over five
miles of read. Three of these wagous were
taken by the Mexicans, loaded with laces and
silks. The retreat was condueted precipita-
tely, yet in as good order as the Zouaves and
Chasseurs, left to.their own mevements, were
enabled toaccomplish. T'he Zounaves d” Afri.
que and Ch s do V suffered
very much, aud many were cut down by the
Mexican cavalry when defending themselves
by threes and in squares of eight or twelve.
Two hundred and thirty dead Frenchmen
were buried by the Mexicans on the Gth,
among them eleven officers, one of them the
colonel, who led the eharges upon the Cerro,
and was killed as he leaped his horse into the
diteh, followed by sixteen Zouavee, all of
whom were instantly killed, some of them
falling upon the dead body of their chief.
From tue French dead were taken many
medals, mementoes of former victories.
Tweive wounded were conveyed to tte hospi-
tals at Pach, and a sous-officcer, and sixteen
prisoners were taken. All of these also bore
insigniss of valor, which, in the moment of
vietory, were seized by the Mexican soldiers ;

| THE VOLUNTEER MOVEMENT.
WEg publish below the first part of an article, |
which was put in type for last week's issue, from |
the pen of a gentleman who has contributed many
able articles to this Journal. The argnments of
the writer are elearly put, and canvot be easily
| controverted. There are sone points which, we
think, might have been more foreibly urged; and
an entirely new view of the subject might be made
to resolve itself into these questions: Why should
the poor tax payers of this country be forced to
contribute their money to support a military force,
which, in the event of an invasion, would be ut-
terly useless 7 and, assuming that an invasion wore
successful, would not the abolition of proprictary
domination be more speedily effected than under
| the present state of things, as Sir Samuel Cunard
| and his eonfreres would have no Colonial Office
ltu run to, in order to thwart the inflependent le-
gislation of the country ?  Besides, can the people
of this Island consider themselves under obliga-
tions, similar te those which devolve upon the
other Provinces, to provide mecans of defence
when they know that nearly the whole suil of the
Itjand was given away to a few cormorants who
trumped up fictitious claims against the British
Government? So long as that Government sup-
port the proprietors in their claims, it is their un-
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cede the action of the Legislature altegether. It
is true the House of Asscmbly authorised the pur-
chase of the Selkirk estate; but when they gave
the authority we presume they expected to be
niade acquaiuted with all the terms of the pur-
chase, and with every item of the correspondence
to which it gave rise. It is a miserable quibble
for the ‘ Islander’ to say there were no despatches
written by his Exeelleney regarding this transae-
tion. There must have been correspondence of
some kind; and as that correspondence related to
the expenditure of the people’s money, it is clearly
the property of the people. Why is it withheld 1
For no other reason that we can divine than this
—that there was jobbery in the transaction,which,
however, we do not charge upon the Governor.
1t is very well known that Lord Selkirk offered
to sell his estate to Mr. Douse at one thousand
pounds less than the Government gave him for it.
Perhaps the correspondence “ventilates” this fact,
and is withheld on that account.

As regards the purchase of Lot 54, no authority
was given by the Legislature for that speculation.
It may be possible that negotiations for the pur-
chase of that property “were conducted with par-
ties in the Island; but there must have been some
writings between them and the Governor on the
subjeet ; and we can only aecount for their eon-
ccalment, on the supposition, that the vendors of
that estate had private interests to serve which
would uot bear the test of public seruiny.

The invitation to us and others to go to his Fx-
celleney, “ during office hours,” and expross “a
desire to be made acquainted with ALL that was
e or written on the subjeet of the purchases,” is
exceedingly silly.  Mr. Pope, who gives this invi-
tation, knows very well that o man in his senses
wouid aceept it. Wo have nothing te do with
the Governor in the business. If he were wise,

If such men as Bruce Stewart,
Cunard & Co. want te keep their broad acres to
themselves, let them defend them as best they
may. The poor tenants find it hard enough to
pay their rents, without paying a large sum of
money to keep ap were holiday soldiering.  The
Volunteer movement costs this country annually
as much as would pay the interest on the purchase
of a large estate; and it would be only laughed at
as a weans of defence, if any invader thought it
worth his while to grasp at the Island. We say
this without auy intention to disparage the Vo-
lunteers individually. We believe they are able
to go throngh their dril! as well as any of their
brethren in England or the otker Colonics; and
we feel confident they would show asmuch bravery
in action as any of the Anglo Saxen or Celtic
races in or out of the service. But what we con-
tend for is—that they are too few to be effective
in resisting a foreign foe — and they wmust always
be =0 while {ho Colony remains poor and scantily
populated.  But even ihey numbered ten times
wigre than they do, they would still be non-effec-
tive iu the absence of coast defences. 1t is well
kuown that all our harbours are accessible to any
marauder; and while they remain xo, it is folly to
talk about our handful of Volunteers being sufli-
cient to keep a foreign foe at bay.
