In 1901 he was In poor
health and set out on a trip to the
Pacific coast to write some stories
and to regain his  health, He
stopped In the Sault and liked it
so well that he bought the week-
ly and settled down to make it a
career,
In 1912 he turned the paper into
A daily and installed the first
three-magazine linotype in On-
tario. In 1917 he bhecame & charter
member of the Canadian  Press
when the national news co-operat-
ive was formed. He retalned his
membership until 1947 when his
son took it over.
A native of Ireland, he was an
active newspaper man for some
85 years.
He loved to coln slogans. Of the
Sault, he wrote “Respectable
strangers are welcome in this
town;" of smaller dally newspap-
ers, “The local newspaper’is the
only one that gives a darn about
the community;” and of the Sault
Star "Our paper treats people like
human beings.”
His office door was open to all
—frem Indian trappers and lum-
berjacks to political leaders like
the late Viscount Bennett and
Mitchell F. Hepburn. A United
Church adherent, one of his clos-
est friends was a Roman Catholic
priest.
He published a book, “Here Was
Vinland,” to set out his theory
that Northern Ontario and Mani-
toba formed the Vinland of the
Norsemen and that they landed on
Hudson and James Bays, rather
than on the Atlantic Ocean.
