Strange But True
By F. B MacArthur

Just a little over half a century
ago Jack Miner became a pioneer
in the study of the habits of migra-
tory birds.

He soon was spending most of
his time banding the legs of water-
fowl asking hunters who shot the
birds to return the metal tags to
Jack Miner at his home, at Kings-
ville, Ontario. Areas where the
bands were mailed soon developed
into a pattern that established the
nesting places and migratory hab-
its of the birds.

The work in which our Canadian
naturalist pioneered has become
the biggest single wildlife con-
servation program im history. Its
headquarters is at Kingsville,
where Jack established the Jack
Miner Migratory Bird Foundation
a non-profit trust, in 1932, some
12 years before his death.

The property includes the home,
bird sanctuary, and a community
park and clubhouse.

The foundation is incorporated
under the laws of Canada and the
U. 8. It's operating expenses run
to $30,000 a year, and most of its
income is from gifts of sportsmen
and others interested in the plan.

It is interesting to note that our
naturalists’ idea has been copied
all over this continent, resulting
in a vast number of refuges in
which all forms of wildlife are pro-
tected from hunting.

Early in his work Miner con-
ceived the idea of printing biblical
verses on the metal tags together
with his name and address, an
idea that brought him thousands of
favorable comments le
everywhere and in all wi of
life. Thus it came about that
thousands of birds carried the gos-
pel messages as well as a con-
servation plea to naturalists and
sportsmen from the Arctic to the

tropics.

Jack Miner is now numbered
among the immortals.
