The maxim: ‘“Treat every man
as an end In himself and never
as a means” is justified and re-
quired in a ‘world in which none
has the right to speak of the dig-
nity of his own selfhood save as_he
reveres that dignity in his fellows,
Freedom can be clalmed, therefore,
by none who is not willing to grant
it to his neighbour by an equal
right.

When men become aware of the
mystery within themselves and of
the mystery which answers to this
within those whom they meet, fel-
lowship is within their reach. Fel-
lowship lies far deeper than the
casual encounters which make wup
so large a part of life in modern
mass society, It arises where men
meet, not at the circumference, but
at the centre of their being.

Pioneer Days
InP.E. I

Today we are able to travel
many miles on fairly good high-
ways, but some of our oldest re-
idents still can r wber when a
trip from Summerside to Char-
lottetown took many hours.

This was in the days before mo~
tor cars, of course, but even if
our forefathers had had aut
biles, they would have been next
to useless on the roads of seventy-
five or a hundred years ago.
Horses and oxen then were the
bearers of burdens. The great im-
provement in our roads has come
since the invention of the auto-
mobile,

Poor roads were a great hind-
‘rance to travel in pioneer days,
and the first sebtlers in the Ise
land built their humble homes by
the sea, or on rivers. Of course,
the great forests boasted many
trails, mostly the work of our
Micmac Indians who used them
for travelling long distances to
visit their friends, or when they
set out in hunting expeditions.
When the white settlers moved in,
these trails were widened and
blazed so that a cart might be
drawn along the route. The
swampy sections were filled with
logs and stones to keep the cart
from sinking into the mire,

.

The Island was so thinly . pop-
ulated, and the inhabitants so
poor, that little in the way of
road improvements could be un-
dertaken at that time. Until the
Canadian National Railway rail-
road wa pleted, stage ch
were the principal means of trans-
portajlon, On the longer runms,
horses were changed several times.

One of the old stagecoach routes
was between Summerside and
Charlottetown, via Bonshaw and
Cornwall. A" reminder of those
days is the old Dumcan House
which still may be seen as you
pass through the village of North
Wiltshire, Formerly an inn, it was
later converted into a dwelling
house and is, or was, until quite
recently, occupied.

Bridges were made of stout
logs covered over with brush and
clay. Others were built of heavy
planks laid across giant beams,
but these proved quite expensive
as they rotted away in a few years
and had to be replaced by new
ones, The roads were so narrow
and tree-lined that huge mounds
of snowadrifted on top of them,
making winter travel almost im-
possible. Duning the spring and
fall, they  were rutty and . knee-
deep with mud. Some sections of
the province still have byroads,
but modern machinery is doing
much to rid the country of such
quagmires,

In recent years, some faitly good
roads have been built but lack of
revenue means that most of our
byroads never will -be hard sur-
Jaced. .

Getting a doctor was quite a
problem, especially after a bliz-
zard, the roads being impassable
the farmer folk had t¢o break
drails across fields, cutting gaps
in all the line fences that barred
dheir advance.

1 teaspoon vanilla

1 cup tart jelly

Break eggs into a 2<quart mixing
bowl. Add baking powder and salt.
Beat until foamy. Continuing to
beat, gradually add sugar, 1 table-
spoon at a time, beating until thick
and triple in bulk. Now quickly
fold in tie sifted flour and vanilla.

Pour batter into greased and
wax paper lined pan, spreading it
evenly to all edges, and leaving a
slight depression in the centre.
Bake in a moderately hot 400F
oven for 13 minutes, or until a
light brown.

Remove from oven and loosen
cake with spatula. Invert pan onto
a towel or paper lightly dusted
with powdered sugar. Remove pan:
peel off paper and cut away all
crisp edges from cake, Quickly
spread with jelly, roll cake and
wrap in towel. After a few mom-
ents remove towel and allow cake
to cool.
