The welfare state is such an
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accepted way of life here that
many Swedes were astounded
by the ‘“‘medicare” controversy
in the United States and by
doctors' boycott of a large scale
medical care program in Sas-
katchewan.

It has taken the Swedes a
long time to build their elabo-
rate welfare system. The first
legislation on compensation for
accidents at work was passed
in 1901. The foundations of a
national pension - scheme were
laid in 1013,

The real trend toward a wel-
fare state started after the
First World War and was ac-
celerated during the 1930s. It
stopped during the Second
World War when neutral Swe-
den was hard-pressed to keep
its economy functioning, Since
the war the system has been
steadily strengthened. It now
touches almost every aspect of
life — from a person’s first
breath to his last.

What does this vast program
embrace?

These are some of the main
benefits:

1. Compulsory health insur-
ance covers every Swede irre-
spective of age, health, wealth
|or sex. The insurance provides
free care in a hospital ward,
substantial refunds on private
doctors’ bills and prescriptions
and the payment of daily sick-
ness benefits, about two-thirds
of the loss of income. All moth-
