IN MANILA.

Matters Approaching a
Crisis.

JOINT DEMAND FOR THE SUR&’
RENDER OF THE CITY.

Eight Thousand More" Troops for

General Merrit.

WasHiNGToN, Aung. 1.—Gen. Merritt has
again cabled the war department relatiye
to the situation in Manila, which he finds
very unsatisfactory and dangerous owing
to the attitude of the insurgents. In the
opinion of Gen. Merritt the attitude of the
insurgents there is similar to that assumed
by Garcia’s Cubans upon the question of
their right to enter and possess themselves
of the city, although in this case the in-
surgents sre & much more formidable
¢lement, being not only more numerous,
but better armed, and filled with the ar~
rogance following numerous victories over
their Spanish foes.

Gen. Merritt, however indicates that he
will do his utmost to protect the citizeus
from the savagery of the insurgents,
though his task 13 a delicate and difficalt
one, hecause of the fact that he must
while fizhting the Spaniards be ready at
anv moment to repel the insurgents.

The general gave notice that he was
about to combizce with Admiral Dewey
i & joint demand for the surrender of the
city 1o the United States forces, thus
forestalling the insargents,  and
this move may cause a rupture. It 18
possible in view of the fact that General
Merritt’s cablegram was sent from Cavite
last Thursday, that this movement has
been made already by the combined Am-~
erican military and naval forces, although
there is some donbt about this oa account
of a statement from Merritt that he may
need all of his soldiers before attacking.
Still, it is possible that the demand might
be 1made without being immediately
followed by salattact which Zmight be
deterred until all the troops have refiched
Cavite. Uy to the date of the report Gen .
Merritt had with him aboat 12,000 soldiers.
So rar seven expeditions have left San
Francisco carrying soldiers to the Philip~
pines, and itis the intention to furnish
Merritt at least 8600 men wmore than he
uae at present. If he delays his attack
unti! all these may have reached him,
Manila will oot be taken in ithat way be-
tore September, for he last of the troops
have not yet started frow San Fraocisco.
It may be, however that the arrangements
as to the Philippines, which, it is expect~
ed will be included "- the peace treaty,
will obviate the necessity for further
action on the part of the American com-
manders.

QUEEN REGENT WRITES TO
PRESIDENT McKINLEY.

Asked Not to Harsh or

Humiliating Terms.

Impose

WasaNcroN, Aug. 1.—President Mc~
Kinley is hopeful but not confident of
early peace. Some members of the cabi~
net look for peace this week, otners are of
the cpinion thatthe war may drag along
the balauce of the year.

The President’s hope is based on his
faith in the French Ambassador’s honest

desire for peace and in the Ambassador's
belief in the fairness of the terms prapos-
ed and in his ability to convince Spaiu that
they are the best she can bope t) procure.

McKinley’s lack of complete confidence
in early peace is his apprehension that
Spain  will as usual resort to dip-~
lomatic fencing in ihe hope of gett-
ing better terms but McKinley endeavored
to impress on the Freach Ambassador
that there is no earthly chance of getting
better terms and chat unless she accepts
the terms promptly much harder terms
may be made.

McKin'ey expects a reply from Spain
before Thursday.

Tte secretary of the French legation
met the representatives of the press by ap-
pointment this morning and ;would not
confirm or deny the statement that Cam«
bon was invested with extraordinary pow~
ers to treat for peace.

It is known, however, that he is repre-
sentative of his government, which 18 act-
ing as the intermediary for Spain, all come
munications and peace negotiations pass«
ing through the hands of Ranotaux, and
Cambon reports to hom, not to Spain.

As France is the biggest owner ot Span-~
ish bonds she being credited with having
£400,069,000 worth, it is natural France
should try tosave the Spanish dynasty and
try to have the United States make some
recognition of this vast investment.

Secretary Alger eaid to day : *“Personal-
ly, I thivk peace quite a Jdis'ance ahead
and I am pushing *forward in every direc~
tion and the war will go on just the same
‘a8 if Spain had not asked for peace.  Sec.
Gage also expressed theeame opinion.

1t i reporied on good authority that the
Queen Regent bas written s rathetic jetter
to McKibley eloquently re. it ng the grief
she feels over the unfortunaie differences
between the two countries.
