Thomas W. Eadie, president of
Bell Telephone Company of Can-
ada, said the other day that the
company has an earned surplus
of $31,350,000.

This mag§ sound like quite a
chunk of money, but Mr. Eadie
went to some length to say that,
in relation to the size of Bell's
operations and its widespread
ownership, the sum is very mod-
est and should be increased.

In this connection, it can be said
that the term “earned surplus” is
one of the accounting terms least
understood in other than business
circles. Because of this, many
companies are discarding the
term and substituting for it the
phrase ‘“retained earnings."”

To define e~rned surplus “or re-
tained earnings” one must go back

WHERE PROFIT GOES

Generally, if the company's fi-
nancial situation is satisfactory,
the profit is used in two ways.
Part of it is paid to shareholders
in cash as dividends. The re-
mainder is retained in the com-
pany and this portion is what is
called earned surplus.

If the company continues to
make satisfactory profits, some-
thing is added to thesurplus an-
nually. If, however, the company
loses money, or for some reason
needs emergency funds, it can, in
effect, draw on the surplus.

In the case of Bell Telephone,
the $31,350,000 Mr, Eadie men-
tioned is the total of all the sums
it has put away from operations
in 77 years, less what it has
drawn out of it.

This doesn’t mean that Bell has
$31,350,000 tucked away in a
sock, or a vault or a bank. The
money, through the years, has
been put to use, chiefly to expand
plant and equipment.

You cant’, however, point to any
specific piece of equipment, or
any sum of cash and say, “there
is the earned surplus.’” It is repre-
sented in and is a part of all the
company owns.

DEPRECIATION FUND

To ensure that the value of the
surplus is maintained in plant, a
sound depreciation fund is also
necessary, but that is another
story in itself,

thing put aside for a ‘“‘rainy day”
serves the individual.

NO EXACT FORMULA

There is no exact formula to
say that a company should have
such-and-such an amount of sur-
plus, However, for purposes of
comparison, the Bell Telephone
System in the United States has
twice as much surplus per share
as has Bell of Canada.

Other factors than surplus, of
course, enter into a company's fi.
nancial standing.

Mr, Eadie said Bell will spend
$176,000,000 on construction this
year and indicated that to spend
this it will have to raise more
money. And he said that to con
tinue to raise money, earnings
must be sufficient to both meel
dividends and to improve surplus.

His remarks and Bell’s financial
position are of vital interest to
millions of Canadians.

added to earned surplus.
