THE GOVERNOR'S SALARY.

Taz people of this*Colony are called upon
by the Colonial Minister to pay the Governot's
Salary. We could hardly expect anything
else to be the case. The Governor felt bim-
self aggrieved at the shabby treatment which
ke received at the hands of the Colonial As-
sembly in the matter of coal, or some other
trifling thing, whieh he contended should be
provided for bim at the public expense, but
which was not, and the eonsequence is he has
been representing our meanness or something
worse at the Celonial Office. The Imperial
authorities,it appears,only reguire a hint to snub |
and humble us, because of our refusal to enter |
the Confederacy. In no other light can we view
the recert despatch of the Colonia! Minister. It
is mm open xiolation of-their owr compact.
They willingly accepted the burden of the
Governor's salury ‘in liea of all the cluims
which this Coluony had azainst them, aud their
breaking the bargain at this hour is to say the
least of it, mean in the extreme. In private
dealings the word of an honorable man would
be his bond, but the Government of Grest
Britain, which dictates to this Island, feels no
compunction at breaking a bargain of its
own making. Why should we be called upcn{
to pay the debte of the British Government?
Aud yet, this is what we have been doing since
the first emigramt put his foot on the ghores
of the Island. Mr. Hensley proposes to raise
the amount required—two thousand two han-
dred and fifty pounds—by an additional tax on
lands. We object to this mode of dizect taxa-
tion. If an Imperial afficer, beating the title
of Governor is & public benefit, all classes alike
should contribute towards paying his salary.
