of all races, the Chinese, is & sort of corrupt
English—pidgin, or business, Euglish as it is
called. But mlssionaries have done not a little
in China, and much elsewhere, to spread our
language, and there are few importan: nations
in the world from which there are not some
converts to Chris ianity who can epesk it.

Yet with all this we have not yet mention-
ed the agency which has doge and wi'l do the
most to meke English the univerasl specch,
This agency is of course colonizvion, and the
agents are Evglish speaking colonists,

In a buudred years the United Sta‘es will
probably have »s manv inhabirants as China,
and it is not like'y that Canada, Austrais,
New Zealand and the Cape will tall much
shoit of half their total, especially if Eng
land be reckoncd wi h them. Scme have, in-
deed, been found to maintain that English
will not be the language of the whole even of
the United States, while others point to the
vigorous vitality of the French spoken by the
French-Canadians, and the reciudescences of
Welsh in the British Isiunde, es hints that
languages die hard. But it is impossible to
suppose that such covsiderations can #ff ct
the main question. There are already signs
that English is becoming the literary lan-
gunge of Emope.

Why Study Latin and Greek ?
Sy !

What are the benetits obtained by a Latin |
and Greek education ? In the first place, |
it xtlurds an aé:uirable inreliectual traing:
in the gecond place, it opens up a agniti
cent literature ; in the third place, it con-
tribates very much to the right understand-
g of a language which i8 largely indebted
to Greek and Latin. The first advantage
i= not of great importance. A modern lan-
guage taught systemtically may be made
usetul in much the same way, if not in the
same degree. The second advantage is, for
the vast masjority of students, absolutely
non-existent. The average school-boy or
university man, when he closes for the last
time his Virgil or Sophocles, is no whit the
better acquainted with ancient literature
than if he had spent a single year upon
adequate translations of the famous origin-
als, through which he has tlindly blundered
for a dozen years or more. The third ad-
vantage is one which, for general purposes,
might be attained by a very short study in
early life scientifically directed ro word for-
mation, rather than to the endless mysteries
of infl ction aud syotax —From ** Some
Talk About English Public Schools,” in
Harper's Magazine for April.
