An interesting but not unduly

heralded visitor to the United States

is Aneurin Bevan who, after much
skirmishing with his rivals, has
finally reached the No. 2 place in
Britain’s  Labour Party. Indeed
some political observers seem  to
think that his current friendship
with Mr. Gaitskill, the Party's lead-
er, is only a tactical aid in his ambi-
tion to take over the leadership at
a more convenient season
Ostensibly, Mr. Bevan is in th,
United States on a “lecture tour”, a
device that has many facets. Lon
don reports, however, indicate that
his main purpose is to show that he
is not the violent and unpredictable
man he used to be and that as For-
eign Secretary of Britain he could
be counted on to co-operate with
American officials for the common
good.  Whether the change in his
temperament s genuine or merely
a ruse to further his ambitions,
there is no questioning its appear-
ance. IHis chief opponents now-
adays are not the moderates nor
the Liberals turned Labourites but
the “Bevanites”, the ultra-leftists
moulded in his former image. The
Manchester Guardian recently re-
ferred to him as “the new Bevan,

the statesman instead of the rebel”.
And even the London Times de-
scribed a speech he made as “states-

man-like”, which is about as far as
the Times can go in praising any
politician.

At the Party’s annual convention
this fall he astonished everybody
present by denouncing a resolution
which called upon the Government
the manufacture and
use of nuclear weapons without
waiting for other nations to take
similar action, by supporting West

to renounce

German rearmament, by speaking
well of NATO and even by recom-
mending moderation in the Party’s
policy of the nationalization of in-
dustry. In all these things he went
back on or tempered his former
views

Much can happen, of course, be-

tween now and 1959 when the Mac-
millan Government will he obliged

to go to the country — assuming
that it can last until then. But, at
this moment, the prospects of a
Labour victory are bright. In such

Illiterac
in many parts of Asia and Africa

is the lot of as much as 90 per cent
of the population. To remedy this
situation has been one of the major
objectives of the United
Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO).

Morocco is one of the countries
which have a large illiterate popula-
tion — that is to say, people who
can neither read nor write. But,
according to a UNESCO report, the
problem there is vielding to efforts
that are being made to eradicate it

Recently, « newspaper called
“Manar-el-Maghrib” (“Light house
of Morocco™) celebrated its first
anniversary. It was created espec-
ially to cater to those who have
just learned to read but whose
vocabulary is not large enough to
allow them to read the regular
papers. The report says that the

paper has a big circulation and that
the people for whom it is intended
meet together in groups to discuss
the news which heretofore they
received by word of mouth. They
are said to be jubilant over their
newly found ability.

Doubtless, to a person who has
been illiterate the ability to read
the simplest words of his own
language is just as great a source
of delight as is the ability of a reas-
onably well educated person to read
the ancient classics in their original
texts.
