21 cups once-sifted enriched
pastry flour or 2 cups once-
sifted enriched  all-purpose
flour

4 teaspoons baking powder

3% teaspoon salt

5 tablespoons chilled shortening

1 cup fine granulated sugar

14 ;cup coarsely cut walnuts

1 egg

2 teaspoons grated lemon rind

14 teaspoon vanilla

2 cans (5 ounces each) strained
plums with farina (as prepared
for bables.) ‘

Measure and sift together once,

then sift into mixing bowl, the

flour, baking powder and salt, Add

the chilled shortening and cut it

in finely. Mix in the sugar and wal-

nuts.

Beat the egg until

light; stir in lemon

and strained plums.

Make a well in the flour mixture

and gradually stir in egg mixture,

mixing well to a smooth batter.
Turn batter into a loaf pan

(about 5 by 10 inches, top inside

measure) that has been greased

and lined with greased paper.

Bake in a moderate oven, 350

degrees, about 45 minutes.

Let loaf stand in its pan on &

cake cooler for 15 minutes; loosen

edges and turn out carefully; re-

move paper.
