In the melee of blows, kicks and
general punching, at least one of
the premier's deputies suffered a
bad beating about the head.

The uproar was touched off by
opposition charges that the deputy
Speaker, Ahmed Razavi, was not
presiding according to the rules.

Hussein Maki, once a Mossadegh
supporter, jumped to his feet and
shouted at Razavi:

“You are discriminating and I
demand you get out of here.”
