RUSSIA.

A letter from St. Petersburg says:—
“The new recruitment has lluown the
country into great terror. It is doubiful if
400,000 men capable of service can be
found. The towns and districts furnishing
the recruits will be obliged to provide them
with fur cloaks, which is a heavy burden,
owing to the present high price of furs.”

A letter from Odessa, of the 23d ult,,
says:—¢‘ The Russian army having been
encouraged by the arrival of fresh rein-
forcemenlx, does not think of quitting “the

Crimea.
