Slowly, and with zreat digunity, the con-
demned man mounted to the rais:d fioor, pros-
tiuted himself before the high aliar twice, and
seated himself in the Japenese fashion, his
kiiees and toes touching the ground, and his
body resting on his heels.

WHOLESALE SUICIDE OF CHINESE,

Havasna, Nov. 11,
A ‘“drama of the sea’’ that, in scenes of
horror and incidents of death, stands forth
with unfortunate promiuence, bas just be n
under public notice here.

The crew,
powerless o resist the infuriated Celestials,
touk to the boats which they launched, and
theu ubandoncd the vessel. They were fortu-
uate exough to reach Java in a few days, aud
reported the allerrto the Dutch authorities, A
Duich war vessel was at once sent in pursuit
ol'the Tamaris, but had to cruise for her thirty
uys before meeting her.  After a slight re-
sistunce the matinied Chinese in possession ot
her surrendered, and the Chivese captuin and
other Chinese officials installed on bourd sfter
tle crew abandoned her, as well as the mujority
of the vther Chinese on board, were loaded
with claius aud kept in the hold.  The Tam-
aris was then co.veyed to Padang, where a
new Captain (Cusolis) aud the ol ! crew of 18
men were put on board, and then she sturted
ouce more for Havaua
Ot the 300 covhies takea on at Macao, fifty-
five perished in 1he mutiuy and in resisting the
Dutch war vessel, so that the secoud start was
made with ouly 245 covlies on board, When
these coolies ascer.ained that they were after
all to be taken 10 Cuba, they became desperate,
and at every opportunity jumped overboard.

Shortly atier 11 o’clock, p. ., fovr men
were observed walking together along Pea-
rose s-quay, in animated conv:irsation, until
they uriived ut a poiug opposite Which lay the
pandle-steayier Sabins, ose of the fleet of the
Cork Stenmi$hip Compiny.

dead, until the moruing, when a mau passing
alony distovered It, and scquainted the eon-
stubulary at the next pofice station that.a man
lay dend on the quay. They went to the spot
and found tha corpse, with two pistol ball
wounds in the head, one behind the left ear,
belicved to be the first he received, and the
other in the centre of the forechecad There
was a green Feuian tie on the neck. The body
has been recoguized as that of Johu Caliaghan,
a powerful man of tweuty-flive years of age,
employed ag po-ter in a curn store, He was
known as a Fenian, and was seen leaving the
city in the early purt of the day in company
with several, en roufe to one of the amuesty
mectings.  The reason for his murder will, as
in other similar crimes, committed in this
city, rever be publicly known, but the police
say 1t was an execution directed by the punish-
ment court of the ¢ Republican Brotherhoed”
for a breach of the Fenian code.

Later.—The aceount wlich I sent you yes-
terday ol the circumstances attending the as-
sussination in Cork was, in all esseutial par-
ticulurs, correct. The evidence given at the
inquest did not throw any additipral light on
the matter, and nothing hus yet trauspired
calculated to alford the slighest clae to the
perpetrators of the deed.  The belief still pre-
vails that the deceased was in some way con-
nected with the Fenian movement, and was
murdered by some of the brethers who suspeet-
ed him of acting as informer. It may be re-
membered that & murder of asimilar kind was
comwiited in Dullin, st an early period in
the development of the Fenian conspiracy.
A man suspected of betruying the secrets of
the coufederacy was decoyed by two others to
a lonwly spot on the banks of the Royal Canal
and shot, He survived a couple of days. but
although in the perfect possession of his
taculti~s, steadi'y refused to rame his murder-
ers or give any information on the subject. It
is stated that the relatives of the latest vietim
are cqually reticent.

of a pure atmoephere, and the use of utipollut. d
or uncontawinaled water, and the bealth and weli-
being of a community. Scientific rc‘.urelu
during the last two or three periods of European
epidemic disonss, have demoustrated. beyond all
dossibility of doubt,the exist of such immediat
connections and the statistics of wortalily have
proved that the adoption ¢f measures ib particu-
lar districts hus been followed by the saving of
lives,whilst the lives of the victims of the disedde,
in other and neighboring places, must therefore
be cousidered to have been forfeited by mket.
T'he consideration of these lacts has, bappily,
in wany places, produced a certain amount of
activily in the right direction; aud, even here,
aboul twelve or eighteen months ago. such pre-
servative demonstrations were made by vur City
Council and Board of Health, as gave us reazon
to bope that not only would the City, in a shert
time, be thoroughly cleaned and purified; but
that s.we efficient measures would specdily be
t ken for giving to the whole ¢ ity a coustant and
sufficient supply of pure water, [u this hope, @
Lave, we are sorry to say, been, in great weasure
disappointed; but we, at the same time, most

been received, are we to go to the country
with the cry of Confederate and Anti-Con-
federate, agitate the country to its deepest
depths—assemble our Legislators in full
Senate, and after fiery discussions over-
whelmly declare our resolve to reject t‘.he}
Dominion proposals, and remain as we are |
—all for the purpose of seeing our resolu-
tions quietly cancelled as so much folly by
the pem of the Colonial Secretary? The
only advantages we can see arising from
such & eourse, are to extort from our cap-
tors, like the garrison of a doomed fortress,
better terms of surrender, and win for euy-
selves admiration by a prowracted defence.
If ths will of the people is to have no
weight in deciding the question, why should
it be evoked? Why convoke chambers to
deliberate when the result of their deliber-
ations lies at the mercy of men over whom
they can exercise no check? It would be
productive of less chagrin and a great deal
more amusement did we convert our As-
semblies for that occasion into a species of
Tattersalls, and take and give odds upon
the issues involved in our despatches from
the Home Government.

The man who lifts up his voice publicly
to protest that he is not to be driven into
Confederacy by the threats of a fellow citi-
zen only exercises a commendable right.
But when he adds that, should the Colonial
Secretary s¢ ordain it, he will feel himself
obliged to take the step, he utters a
most humiliating truth, and exposes “the
direful spring of woes unnumbered” to the
Colonies. Itisa painful position to oceupy.
No matter how unanimous we may be upon
this question, if it be not shaped according
to the pattern cut out for us, without our
knowledge, in Downing Street, it is cast
aside. We can protest; but it is a struggle
against absolutism. The power of Down-
ing Street officials over the Colonies has
fewer checks than that of their mistress over
the British Empire. They can, if they have
a mind, treat Colonial Parliaments as Nero
or Diocletian treated the Roman Senate.
Our relations with the Home Government
present us with a system unprovided with
checks. It is the virtue of a minister, or in
grave questions, the good sense of the Bri-
tish people on which we mnst rely. The
former is a precarious commodity ; the lat-
ter canuot always be brought into play. To
rearrange then the relations subsisting be-
tween us and the Mother Country should
be the first care of Government. Agitation
in Prince Edward Island is not needed.
Diplomacy at Ottawa is vain. But agita-
tion and diplomacy could effect much for
our good, at the present conjuncture in
Britain. Let us have the satisfaction of’
considering ourselves a branch of the Great
Constitution, and relinquish the parasitical
existence we at present drag out. To be
in reality, what we are proud of thinking
ourselves, citizens of a great Empire, we
must form an integral part of that Empire ;
we must be put upon some method of bring-
ing the wishes of our people before its legis-
lature, and above all we imust be complete-
ly emancipated from official absolutism.

In the way of effecting this there lies, we
are aware, a weighty but not an immove-
able difficulty. It is, in 2 great measure,
of our own creation. When we demanded
and obtained a Repsonsible Government
and the right to manage our own affairs,
we, naturally enmough in our legislation,
shut Imperial interests out of sight, and
framed our laws exclusively for our own
behoof. It has thus come to pass that the
Mother Country has been, as the T¥mes puis
it, deprived of “ compensating advantages
for the exertior: of her Imperial duties in-
volved.” Our position is indeed anomolous.
If we wished, in the strict sense of the term,
to be looked upon as British subjeets, we
obtained too much, If we aimed at inde-
pendence, we got too little. This is the
stand point from which British statesmen
regard the Colonial Question, and while
they lament the evils, to which the bearings
of the policy carried on at present, give
rise, they can see no change possible, so
long as the Colonies persevere in maintain-
ing their present attitude towards the mother
ccuntry. If we covet an ameliorated con-
dition, we must change our posture. We
must surrender some portion ef our privi-
il°8‘l; not indeed, to widen the boundaries
tot' authority to a Colonial Secretary, but to

CAUSES OF TYPHOID FEVER ANP CHOLERA

“Some very carcful inquiries bave been wade
respecting the ebaracter of the water snpply in
use during the outbreaks of epidemic both in Eng-
land and other countries, and the result has been
to prove that twe at least of such kinds of discase,
cholera and typhoid lever, are communicated by
the use ol impure water. Dr, Parkes, the Pro
fessor of Military Higeuie at Netley, zays that in
twenty three instances of the prevalence of typ-
hoid tever he bad ascertained the cause to be the
drinking of water t ted b ag
Among others, two notable examples of this ve-
curred the year before last, aiud were investigated
by the medical officers of the Privy Council. At
Terling. in Essex there was a sudden vutbreak
of typheid fever in Decewmber, 1867 ; and upwards
of 260 cases of tnis disvase, aud 41 deaths, took
place during three months vut of a population of
V0.  Dr. Therue whe was cmployed by the
Privy Council to examine into the ecircumstances,
found the people drinking the water of wells
inaueciate conlact with seweérs and cees pits, aud
that all the first cases of diseass occurred among
persous using these wells. I'ie outbreak com-
wenced immediotely afler a rise of water 1 some
ol the wellsy which being nearly dry bad not been
d awn frow for some time previously, A still plaine
er case occurred at Guildiord, a hittle earlier in the
same yeur. A new well bad been constructed
for the water suppiy of the high part of the town,
aud water from tois well was first supplied to
about 330 bouses ou the 17th August for one day
only Ou the 28ih August tbere were several
canes of typhoid tever in these houses, which are
all situated n the bighest,and generally bealthivst
district; and the puwber increased day by day,
waltil there were about 500 cases in ail, and 21
deaths  Out of the cases which oecurred in
August and Sepiember, all but three were of
pereons who drank of the water sapplied from
this well on this day; and it was afterwards found
that a sewer ran wiihin ten feet of the well, and
that the joints of the sewer were leaking, and
saturating the soil iwwediately above the epring
which supplied 1t,

* With regard to cholera, we have information
on a larger scale of the connection between the
discase and iwpure water sapply in London it-
self. During the cholera epidemics of 15439
and 1853 4 the greatest number of deaths vecur-
ed in the south oi London. This dietrict is sup-
plied by two water companies—oawely,the Lam
beth and the Southwark Companies. In 1848,
ibe Lambeth Company supplied water taken
from the Thames near Hungerford Bridge; and
the deaths in their distriet were 125 in teu thou-
sand. The Southwark Company took their supply
at Battersea; and their deaths were 118 mn ten
thousaud,or not quile so wany as in the Lawmbetk.
district. In 1353, the Lambeth Company had
removed their works to Thames Ditton, aud then
their deaths were 36 in tea th d, as against
