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Enjoys Work As Supply
Teacher In London, Eng.

LONDON, England — (Special)
— British children are better dis-
ciplined than Canadian youngsters
according to Audrey DeBlols,
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Noel De-
Blois of Charlottetown, P. E. I,
who is supply teaching in Lon-
don schools while on a year's visit
to England.

Tralned in Boston as a nursery
school teacher, Miss DeBlois finds
British children easier to manage
and more polite than the Cana-
dian pupils she looked after —at
Montreal Day Nursery School.

“Five and six-year-olds here
snap to attention when the teach-
er appears on the playground and

are extremely good and quiet
while in class,” she says. She'
adds that while the children are|
extremely well disciplined she

doesn’t feel they are unnaturally
Inhibited.
Since the children she has

taught so far all come from poor-

er London areas, she admits she‘
thought her charges might h«al
more difficult to control. “Chil-|

dren from similar backgrounds at|

home are much more difficult tol

manage,” sQe sald.

As a supply teacher Miss De-
Blois fills in temporary staff
vacaneies. This gives her oppor-
tunity to visit many English
schools.

“Nearly all the children have
relatives in Canada or friends
who have just moved there,” she
says. .

While English schools are
crowded, Miss DeBlois considers
they have good equipment. School
programs for the very young chil-
dren are excellent too as far as
recreation projects are concerned,
she says. However, she doubts
whether the Enhglish child gains
by the early start which is made
here at reading and writing.
“Tests seem to show that children
catch up very quickly f they start
learning the three R's at six in-
stead of five,” she said. “North
American authorities believe a
child is better off if the extra
year Is used to develop a child’s
interests and make him more
familiar with the community in
which he lives.”

Miss DeBlois says she has
taken pictures of Prince Edward
Island\ to show to the children.
