9000 000 of bashels paid daty at various
pocts iu the counntry, the value being $4
000,000, to $4 500 €0J, and the amount of
duty. paid $1 113,476 A large portion of
these were landed in New York al'i\v-gu‘-
Bostun, Philadelphia, Baltimore and New
Orleans got their share. The potatoes
came from New Brunawick, Nova Scotia,
P. E Iland, the Bormmudas, and some wil-
lions of bushela from acrossthe ocean, mestly
from Scotland and some from Ireland.

It is the puhli-
eation «f jnet such strange clues as report-
ers, with their keea scent for news, get
hold of that wmakes the ‘‘thief fear each
bush an oflicer,” and gets him into" the
sirong ciutches of the law.
