the farmicg community, and that th-
agrarian population is declining  becanse
of the privations which the N. P. has
brought to it. This matter is worth lock
ing into for the sake of the Douminion a«
well as that of the farmer.

In 1881 the number of farmers and
farmers’ sons in Canada was 656,712, and
in 1891 it was 649,506, a decrease of 1.09
per cent. What became of tho-e wh) with-
drew from agriculiure apd why did wot
others take their places?  Whny, al.o, did
any withdraw at all ?

The reason why agriculture has slightly
fallen off, =0 far as the number engaged in
it is concerned, iz not far to seek. The
mtroduction of farming imp'emeuts has
reduced the necessity for o much manuasl
lator., One man now does the work of
many. and unless the demand for agricul
tural produce were to advance by leaps and
bounds, and farms were to be multiplied
like mushroome, it would be impossitle
for the same number of meun to find agri-
cultural employmient in 1891 as were 1e-
quired in 1881.

Farmiog | as progressed extracrlinarily
during the decade under review. The
older provinces, whose #0il is somewhaut
exhausted, and which offer oc:upations
more tempting, have lost among them
36,000 farmers, but these to the number
of 29,000 hsve gone to the fertile
west, relieving the congestion and com-
petition of which the farmers of Ontario
and Quebee, for instance, were wont to
complain. Hud rot the west been opened
up by the construction of the Canadian
Pecific Railway, what would these 29,000
farmers and farmers’ sons have done?
I'hey would have thronged the city in
search of employment, and lve drified
across the border to the farm lsnds of the
United States. The amount of improved
land iu 1891 was 28,537,242 acres, agaihst
21,899,180 in 1881. And what does this
mean ? It means that the average far-
mer enjoys the profiss from more land
than he did ten years ago. It mecans that
instead of a farmer and a family of grown
sons struggling to keep themselves on one
farm, mauy sons are now farm
themzelves, and share their profits with
no one. There are nearly forty-six thou-
sand more farms to-day than in 188l. and
the iocrea e is chiefly in the large hold-
ings. Does that look like adversity?

Canada, to gratify their ambition. They
have been able by means of their fathers’
savings or their own to defray the expenses
of a professional educaiion. Workers in
a new sphere, they have become custom-
ers of the farmer.

It wi'l be acked what part has the Na-
tional Policy in all this? The National
Policy oprued up the Northwest by build-
ing the Canadian Pacific. And if the
Natioval Po'icy did not increase the price
of wheat in the British markets, it at least
has kept the home market for the Cana-
dian farmer by imposing a duty upon
farm produce. If the National Policy is
abolished, the Canadian farmer will Lave
to compete with the pork packers of
Chicago and the joultry raisers (f the
United States. United States butter,
cheere, eggs, vegetables, barley, wheat,
mutton and cattle will bave access to the
Canadian market, wi.hout the Canadian
farmer being able to compete for trade in
he American markets,

As to the question whether the Protec-
tive policv imposes unjus:, if indirect,
taxation upon the farmer, a word or two
will be in crdr. It must be borne in
miad that whatever the policy of a Gov-
eroment, it must impose taxation in order
to raise funds for the management of the
couniry. If the Lberal party reaches
power, it has promised to reduce ex-
penditures, and to give the far-
mer particularly the benefit of the
reduction. At the same time, it stande
p'cdged to increase the provincial subsid-
1es, which, when added to the provincial
d bts aseumed at covfederation, imposes a
l.rge portion of the present fixed charges
of the coantry upoa it, regardless of party
or policy. It cannot surely propose to
allow the canals, harbors and other public
works of incalculable value to the farmer
in affording him cheap freight rates, to
feli into disrepair, and if it should abas-
don the schemes for improving communi-
cation with Great Britain, it strikes a blow
at his growing trade with that country.
If it injures the manufacturing industries
of the country, it deprives him largely of
his home market. It cancot greatly re-
duce expenditures, and in their cooler
moments the Liberal leaders are willing to
acknowledge the fact. If it does not radi-
cally change the tariff on the lines it has
already pointed out, it will impose a much
lieavier taxation than he at present en-
dures, without giving him the compensat
ing advantages he now enjoys.

How to Avoid Consumption,
1. Do not live in a damp locality, in a
damp house, nor in a house with damp
or foul cellar or surroundings.
2. Do not live in a house with defec-
tive plumbing or bad drainage.
3. Do not frequent crowded or badly
ventilated assembly rooms, nor sleep in
close apartments. )
4. Adops an out-of-doors occupation, so
as to live in the open air.
5. Avoid as much as possible every-
tldng that tends 1o depress; all excesses
should be avoided; and keep free from
anxicty and mental and physical over-
work.

These causes, by placing the system
below par render the persons less capable
of resisting the disease (if exposed to the
germis) in such a way as to bring about
the development of consumption.—An-
nals of Hygiene.

Mediweval Sources of Revenune.

One of the most notable of these
sources was the Jews, who during the
Middle Ages had no rights of citizenship
in Christianized Europe, and were held,
in respect to their persons, goods, wives
and children, at the absolute disposal of
the chief of the state, to be taxed and
despoiled by him at his pleasare. This
utilization of the Jews as sources of rev-
enue was far more thoroughlf and sys
tematically carried out in England than
in any other country. They were, in fact,
the private property of the king, living
instruments of his revenue.

Manuscript Gospels Found.

7t is reported from Constantinople that
an ancient and beautiful manuseript copy
of the Gospels, dating back to the sixth
century, has recently been found in Asia
Minor. It is written on the finest and
thinnest of vellum, wihch is dyed purpie,
and the letters are in silver, except the
abbreviations and sacred names, which
are in gold. Representatives of English
and American universities have unsuec-
cessfully sought to obtain possession of
the find, which has been secured by
Russia.
