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LIFE IN JAPAN.
Lafeadio Hearn's Description of a Ban-
quet at Izumo,

By invitation I went in the evening to a
charming little banquet, at which I met
some dear old friends. There were recita-
tions of poems by guests and there were
dances by daneing girls. One of the lat-
ter, whom I remembered having seen
when a very small child maiko, during an
oflicial dinner given at the governor’s
house in the twenty-third year of Meiji,
had grown up into a tall and graceful
woman. She attired herzelf like a young
warrior of old time—a two sworded bushi,
with white cloth tied round her head,
sleeves bound batk and skirts tucked up—
to sing a natlonal song of the war now
all the rage. This was for me one of the
most interesting incidents of the entertain-
ment. The song is not one of loud tri-
umph, but the melody expresses a pecul-
far something in Japanese national char-
acter that the occident knows yet very lit-
tlo about. The air is excessively simple
and must be sung in a low, slow way.
But every tone in it is a tone of penetrat-
ing irony, the tone of one expressing
amused contempt for an enemy, yet care-
ful not to seem boastful. Now it is just
this voecal iromy which takes a Japanese
audience by storm, provoking wild shouts
and old samural battlecries, as it did on this
occasion even before the girl had finished
the first four lines.

Then at my request the girl danced the
Jance of Urashima. I asked her because I
had seen dance it when she was a
child. This time she danced it using a
mask—the mask of old age—deftly slipned
mowent when U na looks
into the box which he was told never to
open. Afterward she brought ine the mask
to look at. I thought that ivs pasteboard
features had a faint, mocking resemblance
to my own, and 1 o that 1 must
have fallen intoa little reverie, fora friend

Lducut on In Rusaia

A few figures, taken {rom oflicial sources,
aad referring to the first years of the pres-
ent decade, will throw considerable light
on the matter of popular education in Rus-
sia.  About £00,000 recruits are yearly en-
listed in the army, and of these only about
50,000 can read. Among the peasants
proper the percentage of illiterates rises to
95 per cent. In some parts there is only
one school to each 200 villages. If Russia
had the same proportion as her neighbor,
Sweden, for example, she would have about
250,000 schools, while she actually has only
18,000. Again, take Russia’s enormous
budget of 1,000,000,000 rubles. Of this
only 500,000 is devoted to popular educa-
tion—that is, one-cleventh part of what is
devoted to the maintenance of the imperial
court, one six-hundredth part of the cost

of the whole. At about the same time
Great Britain was spending about £9,000,-
000 for elementary educaticn, etc , with a
population little more than a third of that
of Russia. Moreover, about two-thirds of
this paltry sum of 500,000 rubles goes in
salaries of inspectors.—‘‘In the Land of
Tolstoi.”’
