Tue Opsecr of Proveming.—The ob-
ject of ploughing is not fully understood and
considered by the majority of those who
perform the work; if it were, it would be
more faithfully done. It is not aloue to
kill the weeds and grass, nor even to furnish
eed-bed of fresh-turned soil for planting
or sowing—nor anything which looks merely
to the inversion of the sod—which consti-
tutes good ploughing. Large ploughs turn-
ing a wide and shallow furrow, show a large
day's work—but the work is imperfectly

lished, when the object of
|ploughing is considered. 'The chiet’ value
of ploughing is the preparation it gives the
soil for giving tothe plants sown or planted,
the elewents of growth and fruitfulness.
It should thoroughly pulverize and loosen
the texture of the soil, and admit a free
circulation of air and moisture, which, by
chemical action, egrates or breaks
down the stony and mineral portions of the
same, so that they may be more readily
dissolved and taken up by the roots. In
a_soil thus ploughed—thus prepared for
yielding its support to vegetabie life—plants
can appropriate from far and near, the nu-
triment uceded for their growth, It is dis
solved and ready for their use—not hidden
in unbroken clods or slumbering in an
undisturbed subsoil—but awaits their act-
ing in a friable and penetrable state, where
