“To this end, the federal gov-
ernment back in 1950 organized
an Atlantic salmon investigation
program by helping to facilitate
the taking of eggs from early-run
salmon, to be hatched and-reared
at a government hatchery for sub-
release in late - run
rivers.”

Mr. Johnson said Canadian In-
ternational Paper, New Bruns-
wick International Paper and the
Associ ted Miramichi Lumber
Company manage huge forest re-
sources with more than the wood
harvest in mind.

“The forests, as Crown land,
belong to the people.
