Heavy weekend rains toucned
off a series of violent floods in
southwestern Alberta, forcing
hundreds from their homes and

causing more than $1,000,300
damage.
The rains, which totaiied

more than six inches in some
districts, also disrupted road
and telegraph communications.

Hardest hit areas were Wator
ton Lakes National Park, Stand-
off, Cardston and rancalanas
i south and southwest of Leth
bridge. Some districts of soutn-
eastern British Columbia were
also affected.

Floods also hit the Yukon
communities of Mayo and Daw
son City

ported missing in floods tnat

near the Canadian border.
Included in the Montana fatal-
ities was Stanford Creighton,
35, of Cardston.
