Opinien 1, Hay should be cut when
in full bloom, as all plants contain most

saccharine matter then, and consequently |

are more nutritious if used for food. 1
hav is left later, the sugar turns to woody

fibre. Wood and sugar are chiemically the

same.

2. All heavy or clayey soils should be
plowed in autumn, so that the frosts of
winter may pulverize them, and kill the
germs of insects deposited in the soil for
next scason.

3. The best way to raise calves is to

and there are no sore teats from biting,
and the task of weaning the cow from
the calf is soon over. 1 put them in a
pluce where they will be sheltered from
sun and rain; give a good bed of straw,
and feed three or four quarts of new milk
per duy, until three weeks old, then feed
skim-milk warmed. Let them have ac-
cess to hay or grass. By this method I
have raised calves every ycar since I can
remember, and never lost one in my life.
4. Nine-tenths of our farmers do not
sow enough of hay-seed to the acre. 1
have kept increasing the amount, and
have not found a stopping place. The|
more sced the more and better hay, if
timothy and clover, up to half bushel cach
per acre. If the surface of the groundis
completely covered, the hay will be fine,
and no weeds can grow. 1 have choked
out Canada thistles with timothy and
good, firm sod the first summer. Sow
carly in spring or in February.

5. Oats should be sowed very early,
as early as possible. I saw a good crop
that was sown in I'ebruary, and was not
harrowed, but was snowed and rained in.

6. Cooked food for hogs is better than

double the same amount if fed raw, if
you wish to fatten. For breeding feed

lightly.

7. Potatoes are worth more for all

kinds of stock than most farmers think

they are. If you have them frozen, and

then cooked before they thaw, the starch

is changed into sugar; and 1 know of no
food that will fatten faster or give a bet-

ter flow of milk,

8. 1 believe corn-cobs, ground with the
corn, useful as matter, and they also

contain sugar cnough to pay for feeding, |
if cooked or scalded. In Chirago, Ill.,|
they make a good vinegar from sweet|
extracted from corn-cobs.

Bedding Plants.—Sct out a few Ver-
benas and other plants to make your
garden and grounds attractive. Though
these things may mnot seem to pay 1n
dollars and cents, yet they do pay a large
interest in the satisfaction that may be
derived from the cultiviation of the beau-
atuly in their influence upon the family
ancl everybody clse who may enjoy them. |
it should not be tie sole object of hife to |
plint ouly corn and potutoes and suc'u!
other crops as will give a direct cash re-

turn, for our kind headenly Father has

given us the flowers, as well as the fiuns

and vegetables, to cultivate end enjoy,

Sleep.—We approve of carly shearing,
without washing, as explained last month.
Tub washing has *fewer ojections than
stream washing, and one important re-
commendation of it, to us, is, that the
greater part of the yolk, cr grease, may
be saved for manurial purposes. 'This
advantage is, however, we believe, gener-
ally overlooked. ‘¢ Beware of dogs.”
Secure thorough legislation on the subject
it possible, and the carrying out of good
laws. Dip the entire flock in some ap-
proved dip, as soon as the sores caused
by shearing are entirely well, and there
are no sun scalds or other open or tender
gpots on the sheep. The dips all have
some very active poison, arsenic, tobacco,
ete., as their bases, and must be used
with great care,

Weeds.—Ieep the plow, caltivator and
hoe going all through the season. Don’t
grow a crop of weeds. No farmer, large
or small, can afford to do this. Weed
and hoe constantly. A few years ago
we visited a well known nursery in
western New York, and walked over
hundreds of acres and did not sce on the
whole, weeds enough to fill a bushel
basket. Thisis therightkind of manage-
ment.

Cuattle.~In providing for an increase of
stock in the naturai way, let no penny-
wise policy interfere with the employment
of the very best male animals. Use only
well-bred bulls of one of the approved
breeds, Shorthorn, Devon, Ayrshire, Al-
derney, ete., if they can be found within
a reasonable distance.

Fouwls, if confined, should have fresh
water and fresh sods daily, and every
few days their scratching ground should
be forked up and fieshened. Especially
provide good dusting boxes, and fresh
water.

A steady flow of Mill-—Regular milking
and feed so as to keep up a good flow of
milk, are requisite to successful dairying.
When once the milk falls off, it is diffi-
cult to ragain the supply. Milk regular-
ly then, and as quick as possible, and
keep up a steady and good feed.

Cabbages.~Sow for late crop in seed
beds, near the land on which they are to
be grown, such varicties as Flat Dutch,
Drumhead, Latg Bergen, cte. There is
ordinarily a good market for cabbages in
all our larger cities, and they are fully
equal to mangles for cattle, and as sure
a crop. A crop of cabbages is one of the
