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CONCERNING FINESSES

Ask any fairly experienced play-
er whether he thoroughly
grounded in finesses, and he is apt
to be insulted. Yet, the fact remains
that few players short of expert
status know all they should 'know,
even in this fleld.

Let's look at a deal discussed some
time ago in The Bridge Wecrld
Magazine

West dealer.
East-West vulnerable.
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South became declarer at three

notrump, after West opened with
. one heart and East made no re-
iponse.

West opened the jack of hearts.
South won with the king, led a dia-
mond to the board, and then led
the spade five to his own queen.
“West tock the trick and quickly
led ace and another heart. Phat
.ended the matter—South could not
now win a single trick in clubs be-
tore West would take five tricks,
wnd s0 the oontract was hopeless.

Considering the bidding, South
could be sure that every missing
high card was in the West hand.
that being so, his correct play was

“hand toward dumeny’s jack. This

too would be a finesse, since by de-
«=finition South would be trying to

win a trick with a card that was

lower than another card hé lack-
:..ed, But it would be the proper fin-
‘" esse—and observe its effect. If West
“ put up the spade king, declarer

would be assured of three spade

tricks, and so would not need a club
. ~trick. He could definitely count on
. these three spades, two hearts, and
four dlamonds,

I, conversely, West ducked dde-
clarer's spade lead toward dum-
my, the jack would of course hold,
and then, with two spade tricks
assured, it would be simplicity itself
for South to establish a club trick
by leading that suit. In this variat-
lon. South would make two'spades,
two hearts, four diamonds and one
club, for the same saticfactory total,
