(CP)—Entomologists at Mc-
Gill University’'s MacDonald Col-
lege here are working on a knock-
out punch for house flies and other
insect pests.

When DDT was first used it had
lethal power. Now flies are so re-
sistant to the compound that nor-
mal application makes little im-
pression. But for the last few
years, DDT used with another
chemical—which by itself had no
fatal effect—has been effective
against the majority of its in-
tended victims. A few flies still
survive the combination.

To discover how the helper
chemicals, known as synergists,
do the job, two Macdonald colege
researchers, E. A. Hagley and

Prof. F, 0. Morrison, have been
testing their effects—alone and in

In a hospital clinic for poisoned
flies, they are finding out what
synergists do to a fly's breathing,
pulse, blood pressure, blood-cel
count, temperature, reproductive
capacity, longevity and basal me-
tabolism, :

It had been thought that syner«
gists destroyed the enzyme pro-
duced by DDT-resistant flies. But
do they also have effective action
against insects which are not
otherwise resistant?

Researchers believe they do. In
laboratory "tests, DDT and the
synergist have been applied separ.
ately, in different parts of the in-
sect and at different times. Ex.
cept in cases where passage from
head to body was blocked, hoth
chemicals united in the body and
did their work effectively,
