Baked Beets.—Wash and put them
into a pan, with a little water in the
pan, the same as when roasting meats;
as it cooks away, add more warm wat-
er to them. Set into a moderate oven
and bake slowly for three hours. When
solt, the skin and dress to

Baked Squash.—Pare the squash,
remove the seeds, steam until tender;
then strain through a colander, and for
every pint of squash add one-half pint
of bread or cracker crumbs, one table-

[ spoonfu! of butter, one half cup of
milk, pepper and salt to taste. Bake
one hour.

Scalloped  Vegetable Opysters.
Scrape the roots and cut them in small
pieces; boil them until tender; then
take bread or cracker crumbs and put
a layer of each ina pudding dish.
Season each layer with pepper and

salt, butter and parsley, when the dish
is full, pour a quart of sweet milk over
it and bake one hour and a half.

Fried Opysters.—Take fine, large
oysters- and drain then on a towel;
have ready crackers rolled to a powder,
and season highly with salt and pepper;
also two well-beaten eggs. First dip
them in the egg, and then in the crack-
er crumbs. Have a fryicg pan of boil-
ing lard, and fry a pretty brown. Place
on a dish nicely and garnish with
parsley.

Stewed Macaroni.—Boil two ounces
of macaroni 1n water till tender; @rain
well. Put into a sauce-pan one table-
spoonful of butter, mixed with one
tablespoonful of flour, four tablespgon-
fuls of veal or beef stock, one quarter
of a pint of cream; season with salt
Put in the macar-
oni; let it boil up and serve while hot.

WOMAN’S COLUMN.

CARE OF THE TEETH:
Most people have a general idea;
teeth,
hurriedly two or
before going to bed, or getting up in
morning, and think they have
cleaned their teeth.

The importance of sound and ser-
viceable teeth as an aid to health can-
not be over esrimated, for ‘upon their
good condition depends the thorough
mastication of the tood, which is the
first and not the least requisite of good
digestion. Many a person doses bim
self with all sorts of remedies 10
digestion when the real cause of his
dyspepsia may be found In poor state
of his teeth.

The proper time to brush the teeth
is after each meal and at bedtime. Be-
fore this is done all particles of food
should be removed from beiween the
teeth by means of a tooth pick, or, bet-
ter, dental floss. Then they should be
brushed theroughly with a brush of
mediuw stiffness dipped in tepid water.

Very hot and very cold are equally
harmful.
The brush should be used with a

up and down movement, and not side-
ways only, and the backs of the teeth
should be brushed even more carefully
than the fronts, for it is there that tar-
tar tends tc accumulate, Many think
that tartar is harmless but this is an
erroneous belief; 1ts accumulation is
one of the principal causes of the
loosening of the teeth, and its presence
exposes one constantly tothe recur-
rence of gumboils.

The use of some good dentfice
once a day, or two ar three times a
week, keeps the teeth whiter and better

looking, but it is not absolutely
necessary when the tooth brush is
used regularly after each meal.

Rinsing the mouth after each brushing
with some pleasantty-flavored antiseptic
solution helps to avert decay of the
teeth.
