The
eunuch did not leave her any part of the
i It is only a few of the Oude plnyl
are privileged to eat ‘flesh : a few,
others are allowed to eat fish. All the
lower castes can only eat vegetable food,
and that consists ¢hiefly of rice. Poultry
must be killed twenty-four hours before it
is eaten. The dead birds are scalded with
hot water, by which they can be easily de-
nuded of their skin and feathers. Fish are
wiped dry with towels ; they are then rub-
bed over with eggs, after which curry pow-
der and various es and seeds are strew-
ed over them, and they are fried in oil.
The Hindoo caols appear to be perfect in
the art of flavouring their dishes. The nu-
merous condiments and ingredients which
they use are all so marvellously mixed as
10 give the viands o peculiar but most de
ous flavour. The Oudeans rise early,
ost at sunrise, and donot go to bed
eh before miduight. They indulge, how-
, in a lengthened siesta. They go
* ghopping all day long, and the presence of
any one of their number in a shop is_indi-
cated by a crowd outside. Itis amusing to
see them sitting down in a shop and listen-
ing with the most profound and ludicrous
ravity to the shopkeeper’s recommen-
ation of his wares, und his endeayours to
make them understand his prices. The Oud-
cans evidently pride themselves on the few
English words they are able to speak.
They salute any one who goes into the
hotel by saying salaam and touching their
turbaus with their finger just as a Jack Tar
touches the forelock of the hair of his head.
They are docile and peaceable, and al-
though generally grave, indulge at times in
fun and badinage. Although their notions
of cleanliness are not like Englishmen’s
they have conformed to the sanitary regu-
lations of Southampton, so as to give no
annoyance to their neighbours, They do
not use knives and forks in eating, but the
frequent ablutions at meal-times of the
higher class renders the use of fingers less
disagrecable than some would imagine.

THE ADULTERATION OF FQOD.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE HOUSE
OF COMMONS.

The report of the committee appointed
by the }m-e of Commons last session to
inquire into the adulteration of food, drink.
and drugs, has just been published, together
with the evidence taken; it forms a very
voluminous document, extending over 300
pages. The lu:lllﬂc. of the committee’s

They examined a large number of witnes—
ses, comprising both men of high scientific
attainments and of practical knowledge as
dealers. Though there was considerable
difference of opinion as to the extent of the
ion practised, the can-
not avoid the conclusion, that it does wide-
ly prevail, and that iojury to the public
health, great pecuniary fraud, and much
damage to the commercial morality of the
country, ensue from the practice. The
principal articles of food adulterated are
the following :—Arrowroot, with potato and
other starches; bread, with potatoes, plaster
of Paris, alum, and sulphate of copper ;
bottled fruits and vegetables, with certain
salts of copper; coffce, with chicory, with
roasted wheat, beans, and mangel wurzel;
chicory, with Toasted wheat, carrots, saw-
dust, and Venetian red; cocoa, with arrow-
root, potato-flour, chicory, and some ferru-
ginous red earths; cayenne, with ground
rice. mustard, husk, &c., coloured with red
lead, Venetian red, and turmeric; gin,
with grains of paradise, sulphuric acid,and
cayenne; lard, with potato-flour, mutton
suit, alum, carbonate of soda, and caustic
lime; mustard, with wheuot-flour and tur-
meric; marmalade, with apples or turnips;
porter and stout (though sent out in a pure
state from the brewers) with water, sug:
treacle, salt, alum, cocculus indicus, grains
of paradise, nux vomica, and sulph

acid; pickles and perserves with salls of
copper; snufl’ with various chromates, red
lead, lime, and powdered glass; tobacco

with water, sugar, rhubarb, and treacle;
vinegar with water, sugar, and sulphuric
acid; jalap, with powdered wood; opium
with poppy capsules, wheat-flour, powdered
wood, and sand; scammony with wheat-
flour, chalk, rosin, and sand: confectionary
with plaster of Paris and other similar in-
gredients, coloured with various pigments
of a highly poisonous mature; and acid
drops, purporting to be compounded of |
Jlrgonerln pear, Ribstone pippin, lemon,

c., with essential oils containing prussic
acid or other dangerous ingredients. They
report also, that adulteration of drugs is ex-
tensively practised; and in regard to drinks,
they conclude, that the intoxication so de-
plorably prevalent is, in many cases, less
due to the natural propert f the drinks
themselves than to the admixture of narco-
tics, or other noxious substances intended
to supply the properties lost by dilution.
They state, moreover, that the poorer the
district, the greater is the amount of adul-
teration.
