“The application of compulsory
automebile insurance will do
nothing to improve conditions,
and insurance companies have al-
ways been against the applica-
tion of that principle as a means
of improving driving habits,”
stated Mr. Walter Hyndman of
Hyndman and Company Ltd, in
an address to the Charlottetown
Rotary Club yesterday.

“Rather, the industry wants
laws which tend to put a pre-
mium on safety,” Mr. Hyndman
said. Judging by the experience
of Massachusetts, the only state
to date which has administered
a law making insurance com-
pulsory, it inevitably increases the
cost of insurance. New Bruns-
wick has recently passed a com-
pulsory law, “but doesn't quite
know what to do about it.

“I hope that Prince Edward Is-
land will instead consider the so-
called Safety Responsibility Act
now operating in Manitoba, Bri-
tish Columbia, Nova Scotia and
in part in Ontario and Alberta”,
Mr. Hyndman added. “This form
of Act was originated in New
Hampshire and twenty-two of the
48 States have since followed sult,
with the Canadian Provinces re-
ferred to led by Manitoba.”

Careless Driving

Taking for his subject .the
problem of automobile insurance,
Mr. Hyndman said his purpose
was primarily to draw attention
to the consequences of the cur-
rent careless driving and seem-
inz lack of special interest in this
danger on the part of the law
enforcement ofificers. “Apart
from all other considerations,” he
cmphasized, “it is hitting almost
everyone in the pocket book,
through increasing premiums for
automcbile insurance, and the
overall economic waste following
,in the train of so many accidents
| is certainly worthy of everyone's
l'attention at this time.”
| In Canada in 1950 the insur=
| ance’ companies paid out $52,502,-
€00 in claims, an amount $10,-
030,000 higher than the previous
year. This does not include costs
of investigating and defending

the hundreds of thousands of in- |

Taking the ten year period of
1939-49, records indicate a 350
per cent increase in the number
of automobile accidents against
an increase in registrations of
only 53 per cent. In the same
period auto selling prices were
up 100 per cent and repair costs
| 65 per cent. Against this the aver-
age auto premium had increased
only 14 per cent.

How Rates Are Made

Describing how auto insurance
rates are fixed, Mr. Hyndman ex-
plained that the whole country is
divided into rating areas by Pro-
vinces, then subdivided, in the
case of most Provinces, into rat-
ing districts. The density of
traffic is much higher in met-
ropolitan centres, and & man in
rural Prince Edward Island or
Saskatchewan should not be ex-
pected to contribute as much to
the insurance fund as a car oper-

ator in, say, Montreal or. To-
ronto. .
Separate statistics are then

maintained for each of the rat-
ing areas. All companies report
to one bureau their premiums and
losscs by areas and class — that
is, the figures are divided into
private p ger and ....lu
vehicles, with * subdivision into
special classes such as taxis, buses,
long and short distance hauling,
cte. Actuaries tabulate all these
results and present them to a
central committee as soon as the
previous year's statistic are com-
plete. ‘This central Board has
elected representatives from the
companies, both Board a:e! non-
Board, and from the area associa-
tions regulating the issue of auto-
mobile insurance business.

“I have sat on this committee,
representing our Province, and 1
can tell you it is most unpleas-
‘ant to be presented with tr}e
actuaries’ report on resulgs in
this Province — with their in-
variable  recommendation that
rates must be increased to cover
the mounting losses,” Mr. Hynd-
man said.

Other Details

Ways and means are discussed
at these committee meetings of
securing economies of operation,
regulations for improvement In
underwriting practices (or selec-
tion of risks, and of Improving
protection and service to the pub-
lic. ‘The desirability of modern-
izing motor vehicle laws, and ways
and means of interesting the leg-
islatures in the public's dilemma
in this matter, is also a perennial
item on the agenda.

Rates are finally promulgated
for the ensuing year, based on a
formula originated by Mr. Justice
Hodgins in the course of the re-
commendation of a Royal Com-
mission held in Ontario in 1831.
This method of rating the in-
dustry is always at least a year
behind in Its rates, these being
based on the previous year’s ex-
perience. Attempts are now being
made by the actuaries to pro-
vide for anticipated trends in the
loss ratio, gnd apply the in-
dicated trénds to the rating for-
mula.

I mention
this figure as reasonable, as it is
believed that the average man
spends 64 minutes a day behind
the wheel. Experts in the busi-
ness believe that if each driver
took just 6 1-2 minutes extra a
day, and spent it in more care-
ful approach to intersections and
other known danger points, that
100,000 accidents a year could be
eliminated.”

He also noted that in Ontario,
during last August, 30 per cent
of all accidents occurring in that
Province were caused by in-
dividuals under 25 years of age.
Of the 3,064 which occurred in
that month, 2558 were on per-
tectly dry highways; 497 on wet
pavement, but only 48 were
caused by defects in the road-
way. Further, more than 73 per
cent were travelling on straight
highways at the time of the ac-
cident. *“This information seems
to point again, and to emphasize,
the need of caution at all times,”
he added.
